I well remember that the Auckland Rugby Union were unable
to present the Ranfurly Shield to us as it was locked in a
bank vault in the city, and the Wellington team had to leave
Auckland by ship for New Plymouth on the Sunday,

From the time of that first challenge in 1904 the Ranfurly
Shield has developed a great tradition and importance in our
game — it is the ambition of every player to be able to say
that he has played in a challenge match.

With the Ranfurly Shield back in Hawkes Bay, I am
sure that the great tradition and splendid rivalry characteristic
of these challenges will be fully maintained.
