The following letter has been sent by the Hon. W. E.
Barnard to the Prime Minister to-day:—-

Dear Mr Fraser,—

You will recollect that at the Easter Conference I urged
that what was needed to restore the unity of the party was
the restoration of democratic control to the Parliamentary
caucus. I pleaded that the question should be settled then
by the conference. Others did the same. It was not allowed.
We were told it was a “red herring.” At the recent caucus
I repeated twice that the immediate adoption of democratic
methods was essential to party solidarity and success, and
supported my conviction by my vote. Others supported this
view, but unhappily I found myself voting alone. I was in a
minority of one. Nor did I vote confidence in you as leader,
for you do not possess my confidence. I am reluctantly
forced to the conclusion that under your leadership the Parlia-
mentary Party will not be able to exercise its democratic
rights, just as I feel that there will be no taking over of the
Bank of New Zealand while Mr Nash is Minister of Finance.

Side by side with this refusal to caucus of its rights, I
view with alarm the growing political domination of some five

. or six powerful industrial chiefs who, T am satisfied, are not
/ representative of the rank and file of the ‘workers. It is a
- very few years ago that all the Labour members of Parlia-

- ment were rallied to check the pretensions of these same

gentlemen. To-day—witness the recent Easter Conference—
you and the Cabinet are in close alliance with them. Another

- nail in the coffin of democracy in the Labour Party.

The confirmation in office of the present Cabinet until
the end of the year means that the financial policy of the
party (on the basis of which we were all returned to Parlia-
ment in 1935 and in 1938) will still remain unfulfilled. I am
convinced that unless and until that policy is fully imple-
mented, this country, already in chains, will pass into a deeper
bondage. The orthodox money system cannot sustain the
burden of a long and costly war except at the price of loading
the people of this country with a crushing and intolerable
weight of debt. To this course I cannot agree. The immedi-
ate obstacle to the taking over of the Bank of New Zealand,
which has more than once been affirmed by a majority of
caucus, and to inonetary reform, is the Minister of Finance
who continues in office. I have no confidence in Mr Nash in
that capacity.

I also find myself at variance with you in your handling
of the war situation. When Great Britain is at war we are at
war, but we are entitled to fuller assurances from the British
Government than the bare statement that Hitler must be
defeated. As I stated publicly on February 7 last: “Victory
is necessary—we won in 1918—but what happens then is at
least three or four times as important to us and to the next
generation or two as the victory itself . . . full and explicit
.reasons should be given in the Press and over the air, so that
the ‘common people,” upon whom everywhere the major bur-
den falls, may not be fooled a second time.” You apparently
held some such view 20 odd years ago. Moreover, Cabinet
has no right to commit this country to growing supplies of
soldiers for overseas service without consulting Parliament or
even the Party caucus. The Defence Council, of which I am
a member, was never fully consulted over New Zealand's
commitments; it has not been consulted at all during the past
feur months because it has not met since the first week in
December.

The Minister of Defence gave the show completely away
when he said (“Evening Post,” February 13, 1940) that “the
progress of recruiting had been handicapped because it was
not until December that the Government had known that a
division was to be sent overseas.” Apparently Mr Chamber-
lain calls the tune and we are to dance to it.” As a native-born

. New Zealander and a representative of New Zealand Labour
I object to this servility. New Zealand is a self-governing
v-Dominion and not a Crown colony.

We have no returned soldier in the Cabinet. I am not
satisfied with a Cabinet in which the men who fought in the
last war have no representation. One man who could have
inspired and directed the country in its war effort has just
been cunningly ejected from the Labour Party. This war is
a continuation of the war of 1914-18, and the men who served
then have no penance to do in the present crisis. The returned
soldiers in the Parliamentary Labour Party have been ignored
during recent months.

There is much more I might say, and will say at a later
stage. I deeply regret the necessity for taking up this uncom-
promising stand, but I feel conscientiously compelled to do it.
I can no longer remain dumb or curbed when I see the prin-
ciples and policy of the party which I have served for 17 years
being either thrown on one side or whittled away. There is
a price to be paid for freedom, and T have counted the cost.
In doing so I have been encouraged by the statement of a

“distinguished fellow-countryman of yours—--a man whose life
has been an inspiration to the Labour movement throughout
the world, though he has been dead 25 years. I refer to Keir
Hardie, who, on his 50th birthday, declared that, ‘“Looking
back over the way I have come, I can honestly say I have
never had reason to regret following the steep, straight path
of duty; and, I may add, I have never yielded to the tempta-
tion to try the apparently easier way without having cause

¥to rue it.” :

The magnitude of the Supply Ministry’s task was described
in a speech by Dr. Leslie Burgin to-day.

“Almost all the things this young man needed before he
became a soldier are useless to him after joining the colours.
All the things he requires as a soldier—uniforms, arms,
ammunition, special cooking utensils, vehicles, and guns of
all kinds—all these are the task of the Ministry to provide.”

Dr. Burgin asked his audience to consider the immense
quantity this military equipment represented when there were
hundreds of thousands of men ceasing to be civilians and
becoming soldiers of all branches of the army. Vast organ-
isation was necessary to supply this equipment with a staff of
thousands of men and women who ordinarily gained a liveli-
hood in quite different occupations.

Calendar reformers hope that this year will be the last
time in which February will have to bear the burden of four
years’ accumulated “overtime” (says a correspondent of the

“Christian Science Monitor’’).

Not that these professional and amateur intercalators

object to February “29” alone.

Nor is it because their insist-

ence upon accuracy rebels at the fact that the present system

is actually “behind time.”

The fact that the Gregorian calendar recognises only 365
days in the year, while astronomers record 365}, would hardly
disturb. them if the first day of January fell on the same day
each year, and they didn’'t have to bring out an adding
machine to find out what day Christmas will fall on in 1941.

and with an extra week added to the
extra month every seventh year.
The extra unit would be called Ruth.

This computation provided for 13
months of 28 davs each—this estab-
lishing four even weeks a month.
The extra month would fall between
June and July. Like the World Cal-
endar, it requires a year-end day,
and a Leap-day every fourth year.

The League of Nations has sev-
cral times taken up the question of
calendar reform, but largely be-
cause of opposition from religious
festivals — notably Easter — the
programme was dropped in 1937.

Placing the Blame.

Some critics, with tongue in
cheek, avow that if Julius Caesar
had never visited Egypt he wouwd
never have learned as much about
astronomy and the sun, and might
therefore, not have begun the sys-
tem: of adding an extra day to Feb-
ruary every four years.

Nor would pride have led Augus-
tus later on to purloin a day from
February to augment his name-
sake month.

At the time these changes made
little difference, but when in the 16th
century spring arrived on March 11
instead of the usual March 21, re-
formers got busy.

Pope Gregory met the situation
in 1582 by literally skipping 10
days, so that Romans waking up
on October 5 had to “set the calen-
dar ahead” to October 15. He also
decreed that three leap years should
be forgotten in each 400 vears—ex-

laining why century years are not
eap years unless they dre divisible
by 400.

But even this correction did not
do away' with the present day
“what - day-does - Chrastmas - come-
on” problem, nor does it pin Easter |
day down to anything more stable
than some date between March 22
and April 25.

HOLD YOUR TONGUE

—

Evil may be wrought by want of thought, but when want

of thought is allied to a garrulous flow of empty words the
evil may be irreparably wrought. The gossip-mongering
habit of many people in these islands has been and is respon-
sible for serious embarrassment to the Allied cause. Those
whose serious responsibility it is to shoulder the heavy burden
of the conduct of our national affairs in war-time have made
many appeals to the Press and to the general public to be
careful not to give either too much credence or undue publicity
to the irresponsible rumours which emanate from “nowhere”
in regard to such things as the movements of troops or
shipping.
; Such requests are not made with any other idea than to
make the Dominion’s war effort more effective. By this time
it must be evident to everyone that there are influences at
work in this country whose design it is to thwart the efforts
being made by the Dominion to help the war cause along.
Some of the documents revealed by Mr Semple have given
proof positive that some of those Moscow-fed fanatics are out
to cause civil strife within these shores and to put everything
possible in the way of the successful prosecution of the war
effort. There can be no doubt that many of the scare-
mongering rumours so rife in the country emanate from these
unsavoury sources.

The public may be assured, however, that there is nothing
of truth in the wild stories that are peing disseminated like
thistledown, and all of us should do our duty by giving them
the lie and by seeking to track the authors to their lairs. The
pity of the situation is that even the most honest citizen may,
all unwittingly, repeat a story of raiders in the Pacific or of
absurdities of the same sort, and do damage to the general
morale. The temptation to repeat what one has heard,
whether the story is believed or not, is all too easily yielded
to, and nothing too strong can be said by way of protesting
against the pernicious habit. To the old Indian proverb, “Say
nothing, see nothing, hear nothing,” may now be added its
British equivalent: “Repeat nothing you have heard, seen, or
unwittingly said.”

We are in a life and death struggle, and the world is a
much smaller place than ever it has been. There is, because
of the power of radio, the possibility of instantaneous com-
munication with the enemy. That should not be forgotten.
And there are many in the Dominion who would stick at
nothing to ruin the British cause.

This statement is no mere rumour. It is based upon the
indubitable facts of evidence. What the Dominion in this
regard needs above everything else is a strong Governmental
policy which will put an end to the menace. If private letters
are censored, sometimes with more zeal than discretion, what
of the subversive statements that are allowed to become the
common property of the people? The situation is a burlesque
of what things should be.

In war-time, an enemy is an enemy whether he is behind
the Siegfried Line or behind the clothes line next door, and
he should be engaged without hesitation. In many ways the
clean fighter prefers the declared enemy to the sneak who
pretends to be one thing while he is another. We may not
believe in the Gestapo principle, but the public of New Zealand
as a whole may constitute themselves as a protective police
force to stand between the safety of our people and the
subversive tactics of those whose sole aim is to discredit the
Dominion and to bring it down to the dust of ruin and
disgrace.

Let everyone realise the duty involved. That duty is one
of silence so far as repeating malicious rumour is concerned,
coupled with a quiet determination to discover and expose
the source of the danger

Nazis Lost Opportunity
By Delay

i LONDON, April 5.
. An uproar has been caused by an
Important interview -with General
Sir Edmund Ironside, arranged by
the Ministry of Information, in
which the Chief of the Imperial
General Staff invites Germany to at-
tack on the Western Front.

The interview, which is Sir Ed-
mund’s first public pronouncement
since the outbreak of the war, was
distributed in America by the Hearst
Press and was published exclusively
in the “Daily Express.”

He said: “Frankly, we would wel-
come an attack. We are sure of
ourselves and have no fears. We
are now tightening up the blockade.
Now we shall see what Germany
will do.

“Our army has at last turned the
corner,” Sir Edmund added. “I was
sure of this for the first time a
fortnight ago.

“We started with very little. The
Germans gave us three months to
build up a fighting force.

“If they had launched a full at-
tack at the very start, when we were
unprepared, they 'might & possibly
have got us.

“It is too late now. We are ready
for anything they may start. As a
matter of fact, we would welcome a
go at them.”

Expanding his statement that the
Allied army would welcome a Ger-
man attack on the Western Front,
Sir Edmund said: “Whoever breaks
through thé great defence system
there must improvise. The Germans
are no good at this. They can plan
a great campaign to the last détail,
but they cannot quickly improvise.

No Commanders

“The German Army has one weak-
ness which is largely overlooked—
she has no commanders who were
more than captains during the
Great War. We and the French
have many senior officers who have
had every type of experience and
exercised every command.”

Sir Edmund added: “There are a
number of reasons why this great
German force is kept intact and
ready. Besides forming a very real
threat, it unquestionably gives the
enemy easy control of his active
troops. He can handle every phase
of troop life more efficiently when
his men are kept in the battle area.”

When asked about the possibility
6f action in the Balkans in the
spring or summer, Sir Edmund
said: “Certainly Germany has no
real front on any of the Balkan
borders at the moment. It would
weaken her terrifically if she at-
tempted to build two fronts, as in
the Great War, and the Balkan
armies are now better prepared.”

Supply Bases

Regarding the neutrals’ position,
he said: “Germany is almost sur-
rounded by neutrals whom she is
doing her best to use as supply
bases. She wants to neutralise them
all, but at the same time keep them
under domination. She may feel it
is better to try this by pressure
rather than by straight military
force.”

Turning to Russia, Sir Edmund
said: “Russia has had some rather
disastrous experiences of fighting
wars at the end of far-flung rail-
way lines. We know that her whole
transportation system has suffered
and that she had some fairly good
lessons in Finland on what modern
war is. She had grave difficulty in
feeding parts of her civilian popu-
lation during the Finnish war.

“There are some who even think
that the whole Finnish settlement
is little more than a truce.

“Here, in Britain, we have had
time to co-ordinate our military ef-
fort. Every bit of our equipment
and armament is brand new. I think
it is right to say that the British
Army is the finest equipped in the
world. ’

“We know just for what we are
fighting,” Sir Edmund declared. “We
are not going to live in a world
dominated by constant threats of
war and pillage. We are determined
to end this aggression and oppres-
sion for all time.

Spirit Of Hitlerism

“We do not for a moment think
that Hitler is our only enemy. It is
the spirit of Hitlerism that must be

to carry troops abroad. It was learn-
ed that this included supplies of coal !
from New Zealand. The combined |

“Britain and France,” he added,
“do not want the blockade, but it is
the best means of saving bloodshed,
because it will weaken Germany
until the point is reached when we
can strike a decisive blow.

“The blockade indisputably is
seriously affecting Germany in re-
gard to petrol, rubber, textiles and
many other goods.”

To-day’s other important declara-
tion of Allied trading policy was the
launching by the British Minister
of Food, Lord Woolton, of a food-
conservation campaign for nation-
wide mobilisation in the kitchen, in
which he declared: “If each person
wastes a slice of bread each day, we
shall have lost 30 shiploads of
wheat a year.

Chicago’s Problems

VIGOROUS MOVE TO
THE ATTACK

Power To Be Broken

A programme for cleaning out
racketeers who prey upon business,
“the outstanding evil in Chicago,”
is put forward by the Chicago Crime
Commission in reporting on the last
of its 21 years of activity.

“The racketeers in the gambling
and labour field present no more dif-
ficult a problem than did the boot-
leg gangster during the prohibition
gra,” declares the assistant operat-
ing director of the commission.
outlines what he considers an invin-
cible line of attack.

“First of all, their source of pro-
fit must be removed; next the police,
the State’s attorney, and the courts
must be energised into full-powered
activity against each individual
member of the racket organisation.
Every agency from the Government
down must be mustered into the
army of offence.

“History Character.”
“When this is done, the racketeer
will be but a character in history.”
One of the richest sources of
wealth for racketeers at present is
the race track gambling field and
the bookies, this report points out.

j “The Chicago Crime Commission,”
it continues, “has never been dis-
turbed over the fact that people
place bets on horses, shake dice, nur-
chase foreign sweepstake tickets, or
buy stocks . . . The real evil in ‘his
situation rests in the fact that the
same sort of racketeers who have
entered the labour field and who had
been active in bootleg days have
secured complete control of this type
of gambling and have, as a conse-
quence, incomes running into mil-
lions of dollars a year, a large por-
tion of which is used to defeat law
enforcement and to corrupt.”

No Half Measures.

Half-measures will not be suffici-
ent to combat this evil, this report
insists. What is needed is punish-

keteering, whatever their status.
says further:

“The enumerated events prove
conclusively that there exiss a com-
pact or reciprocal alliance between
racketeers and some politicians, and
that, as a consequence, the hoodlums
have been encouraged to carry on

arrogance that threatens to exceed
the brazenness of even Capone.”

Thirty-two racket murders in the

—lead the Crime Commission offi-
cials to look seriously to the flaws in
law enforcement in this field. They
find the biggest obstacle to justice
has been the difficulty in getting evi-
dence.

“It took many centuries for one
blot on civilisation, that of slavery,
to be removed. The idea that black
Eeople, just because they were
lack, could be bought and sold like
cattle, was so firmly ingrained that
it took 18 centuries to convince
Christian people that it was wrong.
I hope and believe that it will not'
take another 18 centuries to ccn-
vince the people that there are other
ways of settling disputes besides
war,” said the Bishop.

“Christian” Countries.

“What of the so-called Christian
countries?” he continued. ‘“France
is in part atheistic; as for Germany,
I do not know what she is: you
could not call Britain a Christian
country.

“We cannot boast about the Chris-
tianity of New Zealand. There are
true believers—a smattering of us—
but we don’t cut any ice.”

The Bishop continued that whe-
ther the numbers remainer compara-
tively small, or whether they in-
creased, did not affect the main point
—that it was through -he Christian
community that war would eventu-
ally be banished and a lasting peace
