A Berlin message states that a
spokesman, endeavouring to excuse
the failure of the attacks, denied
that the guns were aimed at the
convoy, and insisted that it was
merely practice fizing.

Thursday’s Bombardment

German coastal batteries bom-
parded the area around Dover from
France for over an hour on Thurs-
day night. The bombardment open-
ed up at dusk, and provoked an im-
mediate reply from the Royal Air
Force, which bombed the French
coast. Some of the German shells
fell on land.

This bombardment followed the
shelling*of a British convoy in the
Straits of Dover earlier in the day.

The British machines continued
their bombing of the French coast
on Thursday evening even after the
German guns had been silenced.
Parachute flares, anti-aircraft fire,
and the dull red glare of fire lit up
the whole sky.

According to an unconfirmed
agency report vreceived late on
Thursday evening (says a British
Official Wireless message), the Ger-
mans were shelling a coastal area in
south-east Kent, with long-range
guns from the neighbourhood of
Calais, and at the same time British
'(Elanes were actively bombing the

erman guns which shelled the Bri-
tish convoy as it was steaming up
the Channel on Thursday morning.
A fierce‘battle was said to be taking

Ran the Gauntlet

Naval authorities express im-
mense admiration for the gallantry
of the skiplpers and crews of little
cargo vessels who undaunted ran the
gauntlet of shellfire and bombs for
two Hours.

Enemy shore batteries on the
French coast on Thursday shelled a
British convoy passing through the
Straits of Dover, according to eye-
witness reports contained in agency
messages in the afternoon. It is
estimated that the fire of the shore
batteries was at the rate of ten
rounds every minute, and that be-
tween 80 and 100 shells were fired,
but, as far as is known, no ship was
hit or damaged.

R.AF. in Action

R.AF. fighters drove off German
bombers which attacked the convoy
after the shelling had ceased, and
one eye-witness believes that at least
two enemy aircraft were badly hit.

It is believed that an aeroplane
flying at a great height was being
used by the enemy as a spotter for
their shellfire, but the escorting Bri-
tish warships made a smokescreen
round the convoy as the firing pro-
ceeded.

The distance of the shore guns
from the convoy must have been
some 20 mles.

An official account of the shelling
of the convoy is contained in a joint
Admiralty and Air Ministry com-
munique, which states: “Shortly be-
fore noon, one of our convoys in the
vicinity of the Straits of Dover came
under fire from heavy guns mounted
on the French coast.

A terrific explosion shook the|
Channel coast at 9 p.m., gun-flashes
stabbing the darkness.

A salvo of three shells opened the |
bombardment which continued for
over half an hour.

Experts estimate that Germany
will receive no wheat from Rumania
this year, compared with 2,000,000
tons last year. Floods, mobilisation
and territorial losses have reduced
the year’s harvest to 1,850,000 tons,
and internal consumption alone is
2,620,000 tons.

The Minister of National Econ-
omy, in a broadcast address, an-
nounced that Germany had recently
agreed to buy the whole of the sur-
plus cereal production of Rumania
at suitable prices. German pur-
chases would enable Rumania to im-
port modern agricultural equipment.

By joining the Axis, said the Min-
ister, Rumania had definitely enter-
‘cd the new economic organisation of
!the Continent. The Government
' would receive higher prices for agri-
cultural products and lower prices
for industrial products.

The Minister admitted a million-
ton drop in the wheat crop.

As zero hour approaches, the
crews assemble ready for the jour-
ney, and dead on time the first
bomber leaves the ground. In the
operations room the intelligence
officers await wireless messages re-
porting on the raid.

The signal they most dread is
that intimating that one aircraft
has been hit. =~ When this happens
the aeroplane concerned tries to
keep in touch, but sometimes there
is silence and the logbook reads:
“Liast heard of at such and such a
time.”

Eventually the final signals are
received that the last bomber has
dropped its load on the target area.

On their return, pilots and navi-
cators are carefully examined on
their stories, and each statement is
tested against the other.

“Molotov cocktails” and
tanks” are some of the
which civilians are producing
meet any attempted invasion
Britain.

A young South of England garage
owner bought 50,000 bottles to
manufacture improved ‘“Molotov
cocktails,” as used by the Finns as
anti-tank weapons.

One recipe is to fill the bottle, pre-
ferably of pint size, with a screw
stopper, with 75 per cent. creosote
and 25 per cent. petrol. A second
recipe includes tar.

The fuse, originally cotton wool
steeped in petrol, tied to the bottle
neck, now consists of three “pull”
matches, three wax matches, and a
few inches of celluloid gummed in
the middle of the bottle. To fire the
“cocktail” a strip of paper bound
round the “pull” matches is stripped
off, whereupon the wax matches and
the celluloid are ignited. The bottle
blazes fiercely when it strikes the
tank.

Civilian Tanks

A jam manufacturer, Colonel A.
M. Tickler, Slough (Buckingham-
shire), a son of the famous “Plum
and Apple” Tickler of the last war,
has designed and constructed in his
own factory a civilian armoured car
of 23 h.p. The chassis is covered
with reinforced armour plating, and
has a metal cover. One machine-
gun protrudes from a turret, and
another from the sloping tail.

Colonel Tickler said, “You
shoot a tommy gun (sub-machine
gun) all day at me, and you will
not pierce the armour.

Gardening Circle
Members

OF WOMEN'S INSTITUTE

Interesting Talk At
Havelock North

BY MR J. MACKENZIE

At the monthly meeting of the
Havelock North Women’s Institute
gardening circle, held in the pavilion,
Mrs May presided and with her was
the secretary, Mrs L. W. Goldfinch.
A hearty welcome was extended to
all, a special one being given to a
former institute president, Mrs Ful-
lerton, who was a welcome visitor,
and also several new members.

Arrangements for the circle’s
birthday were discussed and it was
decided to hold it at the residence
of Mrs May, who had kindly invited
members to be her guests for the
occasion.

It was decided that a competition
for a lady’s shoulder spray would be
held at the September Institute
meeting and a gentleman’s button-
hole for the birthday meeting, the
best flower competition also on
that day.

The speaker for the afternoon was
Mr J. G. C. Mackenzie, superinten-
dent of the borough reserves, Hast-
ings, who gave members very many
useful hints and suggestions for
growing all kinds of shrubs, trees
and flowers. He said that all ground
should be well prepared before
planting and when planting trees a
hole should be dug two feet each
way and a stake planted with the
trees to support the tree while grow-
ing. It was possible to injure the
roots of the tree if it was staked

later.

Mr Mackenzie suggested that flow-
ering plums should be pruned now,
and clumps of phlox and delphin-
iums that should be lifted and sep-
arated every three years should be
done now. These should be divided
into small pieces and planted and
then later thin the young shoots,
leaving them two or three inches
apart.

The speaker said that when sow-
ing seeds, the soil should be well
worked and very fine; the seeds be-
ing sown in shallow drills, not
broadcast, as this method wasted
seed and seed would be hard to ob-
tain in future as most of it came
from abroad. Mr Mackenzie advised
members to be careful with it and
not sow more than is necessary.

Valuable hints on ‘cutting new
lawns and caring for old ones was
also given and in concluding his ex-
cellent talk, Mr Mackenzie said it
behoved everyone to have a nice
bright garden, as such a garden
brought joy to all who saw it.

Mrs May cordially thanked Mr
Mackenzie for his interesting and
valuable talk, saying that she hoped
members would have the pleasure
of hearing him again on some future
occasion.

DISUNITY IS WEAKNESS

e S

A considerable amount of skill is required to drive
two-in-hand steadily and smoothly, and on his box-seat of
the State coach Mr Fraser is having plenty of practice. The
difficulty of driving a- pair of horses arises chiefly when they
have a difference of opinion between themselves at a cross-
roads as to the direction to be taken. The cause may be bad
driving or just plain “cussedness” on the part of one of the
horses.

The Prime Minister’s present problem relates to the
grievous cleavage in the ranks of his own party, or what he
himself described as the wedge which is being driven into the
Labour movement. The current example of the kind of diffi-
culty confronting him is embodied in the resolution passed at
a special meeting of the Otahuhu branch of the Amalgamated
Society of Railway Servants. In a few terse clauses they
“demanded” a further 10/- a week, an assurance that real
wages will not in future be negatived by a rise in the cost of
living, the conscription of wealth, including all profits and all
incomes over £500, the abolition of the latest shilling in the
pound tax, the removal of Mr Coates and Mr Hamilton from
the War Cabinet, and the cessation of subsidies to ‘“vested
interests.”

Mr Fraser’s reply indicated that he refused to believe
that such demands were truly representative of the views of
the railway workers concerned and that they emanated, in
his opinion, from a group of irresponsible people “‘endeavour-
ing by distortion and misrepresentation to corrupt the public
mind and to delude unthinking people.”

It is nevertheless obvious that the men who could pass
such resolutions have them in their minds as part of their
political philosophy. They have been taught within the ranks
of the Labour movement to expect the kind of things they
are now demanding. Such men as these were to be found in
the front row of those who “counted out” any speaker who
dared to ask the question, after hearing the Labour proposals,
as to where the money was coming from. They know now.
All that we heard of pledging the public credit, borrowing
from ourselves and creating an El Dorado in New Zealand
has certainly been attempted, but has failed. These same
old stubborn economic laws which are the bugbear of theorists
and idealists have gone quietly along with their work until
it is evident that the Government has had to apply the
“orthodox” means to raise money to pay for the war or any-
thing else, even including the Utopian social security which
is so much like the dole that it makes no difference.

Many such people have been led or have led themselves
to believe that they would be given, if not something for
nothing, at least more for less effort. The old tyranny of
the Tory Governments, immersed to the neck in “vested
interests,” were to be superseded by a benevolent band of
comrades who would create a new social order made to the
measure of the workers’ demands. It has not happened that
way.

For a time, the loyalty of the Labour supporters held
the members together in a valiant and admirable endeavour
to stick by the party through thick and thin. Great patience
was exercised while the final bursting into glory of the new
order was awaited. But instead, it became in certain essen-
tial directions more and more difficult to distinguish between
what the Labour Government had to do and what their
predecessors had had to do before them. Hence the Demo-
cratic Labour Party, the Otahuhu resolutions, the wharfside
disturbances, and all the rest of it.

There is no one who loves his country in this Dominion
who will fail to endorse Mr Fraser's criticisms of any
attempts to sabotage the war effort on what are, after ali,
merely selfish grounds, or who will refuse to support his
appeal for a greater sense of team-work throughout New
Zealand. We have had a recent example of how near the
struggle is approaching our shores. The need for unity of
purpose and effort was never greater than now. A truc.e to
party or inter-party politics, and let us get ahead with the
main task. :

Rare Shark Caught

A rare deep-sea shark of weird ap-
pearance has been received by tne
Dominion Museum from Mr A. C.
Kabery, of Island Ray, Wellington.
It was taken with hook and line in
150 fathoms by fishermen about
seven miles out in Cook Strait. It is
only the third known specimen of its
kind. Although this particular
variety has no common name it is
a true shovel-nosed shark. Its nose is
prolonged into extraordinary flat
horizontal spade formation, with
which it is believed to dig and grub
about the seabed in search of shell-
fish or other food.

Replying, Mr Nash said that
there had been a certain amount of
misunderstanding as to the extent
of liability in cases of the nature
mentioned by Mr Boswell, but the
position was now fairly well under-
stood.

receipt of income.

Something From All

A contribution in accordance with
the annual income received was
required from all this year. In the
case of wage-earners, payment was
made by a deduction at the time of
the receipt of wages. In the case of
persons with income other than
wages, the liability to contribute this
year was measured by the amount
of last year's income.

JAPAN'S DIPLOMATIC
OFFENSIVE

Foreign Representatives
Recalled

United Press Association—Copyright
(Received Aug. 23, 9 p.m.)

TOKYO, Aug. 22.
The ‘newspaper “Asahi Shim-
bun” characterises the Foreign

Office reshuffle, which involves the
recal! of 40 diplomatic representa-
tives from abroad, as a prelude to
Japan’s diplomatic offensive, as “a
great, bold, drastic measure in pre-
paration for the reorientation of
Japanese diplomacy.” It predicts
the further retirement of Japanese
diplomats abroad, also the shifts of
virtually all Foreign Office depart-
mental chiefs, including the purg-
ing of ‘he so-called American-British
faction.

The recall of the Ambassador to
the United States (Mr Horinouchi)
was inevitable, due to the diplo-
matic blow of the United States
treaty abrogation.

The Foreign Office revealed that
at present only four ambassadors
actually were remaining = at their
posts: Mr Kurusu (Berlin), Mr
Amau (Rome), Mr Togo (Moscow),
and Mr Shigemitsu (London).

Single Party System

A Tokyo message says that
Prince Konoye has appointed a pre-
paratory commission to establish
the new single party political sys-
tem. The commissioners are drawn
all from the field of political and
industrial life.

However, it is thought that the
selections indicated a new set-up
with a totalitarian tinge. They in-
clude Admiral Suetsugu and Colonel
Hashimoto, the Axis alliance advo-
cate, Mr Seigo Nakano; the former
Ambassador to Italy, Mr Toshio
Shiratori; the Domei News Agency
correspondent, Mr Furuno; the
“Nichi Nichi” editor, Mr Takaishi,
and Rightest and Leftist political
leaders.

The diplomatic reshuffle, which is
on an unprecedented scale, affects
some ambassadors, five counsellors,
and 11 consul-generals. In addition,
extensive changes are to be made in
the personnel of the Japanese For-
eign Office.

Others recalled are: Mr Ku-
washima from Brazil, Mr Taketomi
from Turkey, Mr Sawada from
France, and Mr Hotto, Ambassador-
at-large; also the Ministers to
Canada, Spain, the Argentine, Peru,
Chile, Colombia, Venezuela, Panama,
Mexico, Afghanistan, Hungary,
South Africa, Finland, Rumania,
Latvia, Egypt, Bulgaria, Iran and
Iraq.

The Domei Agency says that the
changes have been expected ever
since Mr Matsuoka became Foreign
Minister.

A statement made to the Tokyo
Press says: “Japanese diplomacy is
entering a new era in which those
who are able will be promoted from
the ranks. Appointments will not
be confined to Foreign Office offici-
als. Even newspaper men will be
eligible. The successors will be
named within a week.”

“Anglo-American Plots.”

The Tokyo newspaper ‘“Kokumin”
in discussing Mr Churchill’'s speech
to the House of Commons, says that
the Japanese Government is watch-
ing “Anglo-American plots” and will
not permit any change in the status
quo in the Pacific.

Sixteen Japanese South Seas As-
sociations, comprising businessmen,
industrialists, and research workers,
have been organised. into a “Japan-
ese Federation of South Seas Asso-
ciations” for the purpose of ‘“close
co-operation with the Government in
the realisation of Japan’s southward
policy.”

The Japanese Foreign Minister
(Mr Matsuoka) in a congratulatory
message, declared: “Owing to the
fact that European Powers and Ame-
rica are greatly interested in the
South Seas regions, with which
Japan is greatly concerned, we must
be fully prepared to meet difficul-
ties arising: from the relations of
these third Powers with the South
Seas region.”

The Prime Minister, Prince Kon-
oye, also sent his congratulations.

The principal points as outlined

All men over 16 years of age,
potentially fit, who are not engaged
in any military capacity may be vol-
untarily enrolled and organised on
a national basis under Government
control and without payment for
services.

The organisation will not be under
military control, but should work
with the guidance and assistance of
the military authorities and be avail-
able to them to the extent that may
be necessary and practicable having
regard to the nature of any emerg-
ency that 'may arise.

Co-operation Sought

The organisation is to be arranged
with the active help and co-opera-
tion of local authorities, who would
co-opt local representatives of the
Returned Soldiers Association, Far-
mers’ Union, workers’' organisations
and, where necessary, other bodies.

It will be constituted on parallel
lines with the existing three mili-
tary districts, subdivided into a total
of 16 areas (co-terminous with the
Man-Power Committee districts). y

The purposes of the Home Guard
will be:—

To satisfy the widespread desire
throughout the eommunity to give
service to the country.

To avoid the springing-up or es-
tablishment of independent groups,
often overlapping in their functions,
without concerted control, thus lead-
ing to confusion rather than order.

To have available as and when re-
quired, an organised and reasonably
trained and fit force, which in re-
lation to other services could act
as guards or coastal watchers; in the
event of imminent invasion assist
in control of movements of civilians
or refugees; act as couriers if ser-
vices were disrupted; serve gener-
ally as required.

The Constitution

This would entail: (a) Setting up
a constitution; Dominion Comman-
der; three district commanders; six-
teen area commanders, one for each
area to be in charge of all the
groups in his area; group comman-
der, one for about each 500 men;
company commander, one for about
each 130 men; section commander,
for each section or unit of about
30 men. Guardsmen for the indivi-
duals.

The Dominion, district and area
commanders would be appointed by
the Government, after consultation
with the appropriate bodies.

Group, company and section com-
manders and guardsmen would be
appointed by the Dominion com-
mander after consultation with the
local committees.

Equipment

Uniforms to conform with the
conventions of war—it would ap-
pear that if such a force were
actively engaged it would have to
be uniformed, but it was considered
that in the early stages it would be
sufficient to provide an official
badge, such as an armlet.

It would be unwise and undesir-
able during the training period to
issue arms and ammunition to indi-
viduals, but such should be.kept in
suitable depots such as military or

cises or practice.
Training -

The first consideration will be to
get men fit by exercising them in
physical training, elementary drill,
signalling and messages, use of
arms (with range practice), scout-
ing and guard work, road obstacles
and blocks, transport and supply,
field exercises, lectures, outline of
duties (circular or pamphlet).

The syllabus and method of
training would essentially be under
the guidance of the Army, and bene-
fit would acerue in organising spe-
cialised sections such as skilled
workers, boat-men, drivers, horse-
men, or such.

Co-ordination of local interests,
particularly in rural areas, would be
essential as regards arranging
times and places of training.

Service should be voluntary
throughout—i.e., no payment woul_cl
be made for services. Local authori-
ties would be responsible for admin-
istrative expenses, for organisation,
up to and including group stage, and
the Department for Area and above.

At Wairoa

WAIROA.

“Dairying will come into its own

Something should be done to send
additional cheese from the district,
said Mr Harker, who suggested that
a large supply of milk could be

diverted to the cheese factory at
Nuhaka and that the two factories
get together and do something for
the war effort.
Wire Shortage

Mr A. C. de Lautor moved that
the Government be asked to make
provision for securing supplies of
wire and iron in view of the fact
that it was essential to production.

He stated that there was no
trouble in importing American mo-
tion pictures, and records which
were heard over the air every night,
yet wire could not be imported be-
cause of the effect on the country’s
foreign exchange.

Baling of Hay

Mr G. Powdrell said he knew of
a case where financial assistance
had been given by the company
for the baling of hay, and the hay
had been left out in the paddock to
rot.

He urged that a closer super-
vision be exercised in regard to hay.

The chairman said that there was
no doubt that the position called for
a closer supervision and hoped to
overcome it in the coming season,
and it was decided to recommend
this to the directors.

Education Necessary.

They knew it was only by educa-
tion that the Maoris could survive
the great change in their mode of
living as a result of the introduc-
tion of pakeha civilisation.

The Maori people owed a great
debt of gratitude to Archdeacon
Samuel Ailliams, who founded Te
Aute, and to Miss A. M. Wiliams,
who superintended Hukarere from
its foundation in 1875 almost to her
death in 1929. She hoped that some
suitable memorial would be erected
to the memory of Miss Williams.

Interest in Maoris.

Reference to the wonderful ex-
ample of the three Misses Williams
was made by Bishop Bennett, who
said that from his own personal
knowledge they took the deepest in-
terest in the welfare of each girl
and of the race as a whole. He then
read a telegram from a former
teacher, Mrs Agnes Hope (nee Miss
Downs), who expressed an opinion
similar to the views of Mrs Ellison.
The telegram read: “Would suggest
the matter of a tablet commemorat-
ing Miss Williams’s work for Huka-
rere be brought up at this re-
union.”
The Bishop referred to the advisa-
bility of creating a scholarship for
girls, as this formed such an im-
portant part in the work for the wel-
fare of the Maori people. He ex-
plained that this matter had receiv-
ed the personal attention of the Ma-
karine trustees for the past two
years, and pointed out that if money
was left by will about 60 per cent.

Pari-Mutuel In
America

JAMAICA TRACK

Kentucky Derby Sets
A Record

"Yes - pedigree
tells in whisky
as in stock”

Pari-mutuel betting on horse races
has returned to New York State, the
site of many of America’s leading
fixtures, after more than 40 years,
and the results are opening the eyes
of many of the sceptics and reform-
ers who have been preaching its
evils, writes “The Grafter,” in the
“Wairarapa Times-Age.”

Perhaps it is closer to the fact to
say that New York has pari-mutuels
for the first time, for mechanised
betting has never before been seen
there, although it has flourished in
other States, notably Kentucky,
Maryland, Florida and Massachu-
setts, since the turn of the century.
The only mutuels New York remem-
bers were the “auction pools” popu-
lar in the 1880’s and 1890's, or as
they were called by many at that
time—“the Paris mutuels.,” Despite
various reform miovements, legisla-
tive battles and pulpit tirades, the
“auction pools” enjoyed some suc-
cess, then gave way to the book-
makers. Three decades ago, even
bookmakers were outlawed, and the
only wagering on the State’s tracks
was sub-rosa. Several of the fam-
ous old New York tracks went out
of existence during this era, but the
Jockey Club, with a membership of
millionaire horse-lovers and breed-
ers, refused to let racing die.

Agitation for pari-mutuels was
started more than 20 years ago, and
five years ago the real movement

for the machines began. With in-
fluential citizens and newspapers be-
hind the idea it finally won through
the Legislature.

At Jamaica,

The public had its first taste of
this form of betting at the Jamaica
track recently. Jamaica is a small
course. Opening day was not very
bright, nor was it warm, but more
than 25,000 persons jammed the
small establishment and wagered
more than 800,000 dollars. The
crowds through the week were
smaller, but the betting average re-
mained firm, and after six days the
total had reached 3,055,979 dollars.
On the first warm and bright Sat-
urday a crowd of more than 30,000
persons wagered 1,050,068 dollars
through the machines. The second
week's aggregate was 3,611,376 dol-
lars. What will happen, they asked
on every hand, when the meeting
opens at Belment Park, another
nearby suburban track, but the larg-
est in the East and roomy enough
for 100,000 or more?

. The record pari-mutuel turnover
in America was made on Kentucky
Derby day in 1930, when 2,500,000
dollars passed through the
machines. Ten per cent. of all the
wagers is divided between the tracks
and the State, and if the Jamaica
average holds through the summer
and autumn—with the bigger meet-
ings yet to come—the State’s share,
conservatively estimated, should
be more than 5,000,000 dollars. All
of the New York tracks have in-
stalled totalisators. They are said to
be similar, but not so good as the
Australian machines. A special
company was formed to manufac-
ture them in time for installation in
the spring.
