Soon afterwards
I hedrd heavy firing from the direc-
tion of Heligoland Bight and saw
many bombs explode on the Hinden-
berg dam.
Series of Explosions.

“At 8.40, after a terrific explosion,
a brilliant flash lit up the whole is-
land, after which came a series of
explosions, indicating that a muni-
tions depot had been hit. Later 1
saw a plane headed eastwards, ap-
parently crippled but not pursued.

“At 10 pm. I heard four explo-
sions in the middle of the island.
Altogether I counted 82 bomb ex-
plosions.”

A communique issued by the Air
Ministry'at 4.15 a.m. stated that the
attack on Hornum, which started at
8! p.m., was still progressing at 3
a.m., the first participating aircraft
having already returned safely. The
pilots reported accurate bombing of
their objective and that some search-
light and anti-aircraft gun opposi-
tion had been encountered.

Pilot’s Report.

The pilot of one machine report- |

ed that one bomb burst between
the hangars and two near the slip-
ways.

The raid began with the diving
of two ’planes on Sylt, Eight
bombs were dropped.

More ’planes followed at inter-
vals, and the gunfire from the Ger-
man batteries increased in inten-
sity.

Gunfire from Heligoland Bight
could still be heard at 9 o’clock, and
at 10 o'clock the Hindenburg dam,
which connects Sylt with the main-
land, was raided.

Crash in Flames.

A message from Copenhagen
says that further attacks on Sylt
occurred at midnight, when one
'plane, afiter drooping bombs on
List, crashed in flames near the
northern tip of Sylt. Shortly be-
fore. 1 a.m. another ’plane coming
from the south bombed Hornum;
at 1.15 a.m. another ’'plane from the
north bombed List, and at 2 a.m.
another from the north twice
bombed Ratum.

LONDON, March 20.

Wave after wave of R.A.F. bomb-
ers battered the Nazi seaplane base
at Hornum almost without a pause
from 8 p.m, on Tuesday until 3 a.m.
on Wednesday. It continued to de-
velop long after Mr Chamberlain
had electrified the House of Com-
mons with the first announcement
of the attack.

When dawn broke it was evident
that the R.A.F. had successfully
pushed home the greatest and most
{mportant aerial action of the war.

The Air Ministry does not reveal
the number of machines employed,
tut it is reliably reported that they
exceeded the number employed on
any previous R.A.F. engagement
against enemy objectives.

Sleep Impossible

The Air Ministry makes no exag-
| gerated claims regarding the results
of the action, but people on the
Déanish coast, for whom sleep was
impossible while the shattering
raids continued, counted 108 bombs
before 2 o'clock and saw flames
shooting high in the air. These,
with the terrific explosions, indi-
cated that munition dumps had
bcen hit. The sound of the ex-
plesions was heard 35 miles away.

Many observers thought the
whoie west coast of Germany was
being raided.

The air raid sirens at Sylt wailed
with clockwork regularity every 30
minutes as fresh relays of bombers
dived to the attack. The precision
with which the action was carried
out was nothing short of devastat-
ing.

Well-informed circles in London
state that two R.A.F. ’planes made
a reconnaissance of Sylt at about
9 am. for the purpose of photo-
.graphing and ascertaining the pre-
jcise damage inflicted during the
night. '

| seems to be no basis for published
reports giving an authoritative basis
for peace. Their publication should
not give hope for peace or cause for
despair of peace.”

Gayda Speaks
| Signor Gayda, Signor Mussolini's
publicist, writing in the “Giornale
d’'ITtalia,” says: “It is ridiculous to
consider Signor Mussolini as run-
ning between the capitals of Europe
on behalt of pacification for which
no Government is asking. Signor
Mussolini has not sought further
conference with Mr Welles.”

Vatican sources in close

have resulted from Mr Welles'’s visit
state that Signor Mussolini yester-
day urged Hitler to delay his threat-
ened offensive and agree to further
concessions to the Allies on the basis
of the 11-point plan, which, the
Vatican understands, does not mean
actual peace terms but is rather in
the nature of a feeler for elabora-
tion later.

Speaking in the House of Com-
mons on the dictators’ meeting, Mr
Chamberlain observed: “Some have
thought it was for the purpose of
elaboraiing new peace proposals. I
do not know whether this is true or
not. For aught I know, those two
genticrmen spent their time discuss-
ing the conditions under which an
Italian ship was destroyed yester-
day by a German mine, with the
loss of Italian life.”

Then, after a brief pause, he de-
clared with vigour: “Whatever may
be the outcome, we are ready to
meet it. We are not likely to be di-
verted from the purpose for which
we entered this war.”

The House greeted this declara-
tion with loud and prolonged cheers,
which were renewed when he went
on to weicome President Roosevelt's

He reminded
the House that in the last war Germany endured the blockade
for four and a quarter years while she was compelled to
expend her resources on several fronts.

“We had to be sure that the kind
of aid we gave Finland would not
bring down on that country other
dangers,” he added. The House |
was not in a position to say thati
the Government could have sent
more supplies with safety, but he
wished to be assured that there
had been no unnecessary delay in
their dispatch. Other countries
might be threatened, and he want-
ed them to realise that the Allizs
were able and willing to give effec-
tive aid.

Stand Together

Mr Attlee urged the building up
of the diplomatie, military and eco-
nomic field, saying that the Finnish
lesson showed that to defeat aggres-
sion it was necessary to stand to-
gether.

Sir Archibald Sinclair, speaking
for Opposition Liberals, said he re-
garded the Russian-Finnish peace
treaty as a great defeat to a cause
common to Finland and the Allies.
Britain had lost prestige throughout
the world as a result of the Finnish
war. He doubted whether the pre-
sent Cabinet was capable of vigor-
ous and decisive action.

Sir Archibald said that everybody
was asking what Hitler and Stalin
were going to do. It was time we

asked what Mr Chamberlain was
going to do. The impression
abroad was that the Allies were

good but weak, vacillating, slow and
ineffective, and that the Germans
were evil but vigorous and terribly
efficient.

Replying to critics, Mr Chamber-
lain said that suggestions that Bri-
tain had been outwitted at every
turn were not conducive to victory,
nrr were supplies pouring through
the blockade. The Navy and Royal
Air Force were keeping a continu-
ous watch on Norwegian waters,
and if German ships were violating
those waters, we would not hesitate
to enter and attack.

'PLANES AND ARMS SENT

- Scandinavia Stopped Passage
| Of Troops

“MEN READY TO GO

British Official Wireless.
b (Received March 20, 12.45 p.m.)

RUGBY, March 19.

The French, Turkish, Belgian, Argentine, United States,

Chinese, Spanish, and Russian Ambassadors were present in
a crowded House of Commons to-day when the Prime
Minister (the Hon. Neville Chamberlain) made a statement
at the opening of a debate on the progress and conduct of

the war.

Mr Chamberlain dealt first with the “great tragedy” of
Finland, the’ collapse of whose resistance gave a profound

shock throughout the world.

The peace terms were such as

could only have been accepted by a proud people like the

- Finns under dire compulsion,

for they greatly compromised

their independence and integrity. Their heroic stand had
not been in vain, for they had won the respect of the whole
world. The Government which fought the war still held
office, the army was intact, and the spirit of the people was

unbroken.

“And,” added Mr Chamberlain, amid cheers, “though
Britain has been unable to save Finland, perhaps her power
to help her is not yet at an end. Britain would take its share
with others in the regeneration of Finland.”

Before listing the material assist-
ance sent by Britain, Mr Chamber-
lain reminded the House that the
Allies were facing an unscrupulous
and very powerful foe whose forces
for many weeks had been mar-
shalled ready for an attack which
could be delivered in a few hours,
so that all requests from friendly
neutrals must continually be
weighed in the balance against
their own needs. There were also
difficulties of communication.
Nevertheless, no appeal by the Finn-.
ish Government had remained un-
answered.

The Prime Minister read the fol-
lowing list:—

The list also included many other
items, such as medical stores, tents
~and equipment, sand bags, steel
{helmets, and large quantities of
.small arms and ammunition.

Thirty Thousand Men in May

He proceeded to deal with the
more important question of men.
In the middle of January Field-
Marshal Mannerheim, Commander-
in-Chief of the Finnish forces, had
informed a British representative
that he did not then require men,
but would be very glad to have
some 30,000 in May. He stipulated
that they should be trained soldiers.
At the same time the Government
was given to understand that both
(Finland and Sweden were nervous
{about the reactions of Germany,
'and both therefore hoped that
forces would not be sent officially.

The British Cabinet felt that an
effective force for aiding Finland
was not possible on a voluntary
basis and that the reinforcements
required for May would be only
ayailable if they were raised on an
official basis. Plans were prepared
and approved by the Supreme War
Council on February 5. At the be-
ginning of March an expedition
was ready to leave—two months be-
fore Field-Marshal Mannerheim
had asked for it to arrive.

In planning the expedition there
were two over-riding factors to be
borne in mind. The first was that
no expedition could have arrived in
Finland except by passing through
Norway and Sweden. Therefore,
before such an expedition could be
dispatched, it was necessary to ob-
tain the consent of these Govern-
ments. It did not take much
imagination to conceive what would
be the attitude of Germany if such
assent was given.

German Wrath

“We were conscious that those
two countries would have to face
the wrath of Germany,” said Mr
Chamberlain, “and we know now
that Germany, as soon as she heard
a rumour of such a force passSing
through to the assistance of Fin-
land, did threaten Norway and
Sweden with her intervention if
they gave assent. Therefore we
felt that we must be ready also to
provide a force to come to the as-
sistance of Sweden in defending her-
self if she should be attacked by
Germany.” (Cheers.)

“What did we do in those circum-
stances?” asked the Prime Minister.

2 We decided to provide the largest
force which would be permitted by
the physical conditions we had to
encounter. Part of that force
would be required for assistance to
Sweden if she were attacked by
Germany, and part of it would be
an expedition to help Finland. In
addition to that, certain troops
would be required to guard the long
lines of communication.

Arrival in April

“The size of the force arrived at

on that basis was about 100,000

men, which was to be heavily
armed and equipped, and plans
were made for it to be taken

through Scandinavia in March, and
the whole of it was to arrive before
the end of April.”

- Members would realise that this
was not necessarily the last force
that would be sent; it was the
largest force that could be sent at
one time.

., . The Finns were informed during
the second half of February, but
bearing in mind the very difficult
position of Norway and Sweden, it
was suggested to the Finns that
they should make a public appeal

4 for assistance not later than March
\5, and after that the Allies proposed
themselves to make an informal ap-
peal to the Governments of Norway
ard Sweden to allow the passage of
the expedition. It was hoped in
the face of a public appeal from

what might be the salvation of
their neighbour and friend. -~

They did so, and the Swedish Go-
vernment replied that they would
permit and facilitate the passage of
munitions and volunteers in small
groups, but they could not grant
passage to regular armed forces.

Despite this discouraging news
the preparation of the expedition
continued, and the Allies awaited
the Finnish appeal, hoping at the
last moment that Norway and
Sweden would relent.

There was one further dnquiry
from Finland—asking for an in-
crease in the numbers of the origin-
al force to reach Finland to 50,000,
a greater number than the Allies
believed it physically possible to
transport—before the Finnish Go-
vernment decided to accept peace
terms.

Mr Chamberlain said: “I wish I
could say that further reflections
after the® first announcement of the
Russo-Finnish settlement in any
way modified the first impression
that a great tragedy had occurred.
We are once again compelled to see
a small State the victim of the ag-
gression which we have taken up
arms to resist. I say without hesi-
tation that neither England nor
France have anything to reproach
themselves with in their actions.”

Hitler Boasts

gart played by Germany next
claimed the Prime Minister’s atten-
tion. He recalled the boasts of Hit-
ler and other Nazi leaders over the
share the German army took in the
liberation of Finland and her salva-
tion from ‘“the Red menace,” and
their assurances that Germany
would never fail Finland since they
regarded her as the bulwark of
European civilisation against Com-
munism,

“When Finland was once more
threatened, when once more she had
to put her tiny forces into the field
to resist the huge hordes that came
against her,” said Mr Chamberlain,
“Germany publicly professed her
neutrality, but behind the scenes
made every effort to prevent others
from saving Finland and from per-
forming the task which she had al-
ways declared should be her own.”

Lastly, before leaving the Finn-
ish question, Mr Chamberlain ex-
amined the effects of what had hap-
pened on the security of Scandin-
avia and spoke of the significance of
these events in relation to the status
of neutrality in a great struggle
such as that in which the Allies
were now engaged and on the out-
come of which so much of th~
values and meaning of civilisatica
was at stake. Danger had come
closer to Sweden and Norway.

Neutrals’ Error

Disclaiming lack of understand-
ing or sympathy for the Govern-
ments of those countries in their
dangerous and difficult predica-
ment, Mr Chamberlain said: “But I
am bound to point out this: The
doctrine of neutrality which para-
lysed the action of Norway and
Sweden was based on the assump-
tion that anything was better than
to be involved in the war between
Germany and the Allies. That in
turn was based on another assump-
tion—the assumption that it was a
matter of indifference to small neu-
tral States whether the war ended
in victory for Germany or victory
tor the Allies.

“But until those assumptions are
abandoned and the necessary deduc-
tions are drawn from their aband-
onment, the policy of those small
neutral States will neither corres-
pond to realities nor will it be ade-
quate to safeguard their own inter-
ests. Nothing will or can save
them but their determination to' de-
fend themselves and join with
others who are ready to aid them
in their defence.”

With two interpreters employed,
and evidence being given in three
languages, the Napier Magistrate's
Court yesterday morning bore a
closer resemblance to the ancient
Tower of Babel than anything the
average citizen is likely to meet in
the course of his travels.

The case was one in which John
Tahu Andrews, a Maori labourer, of
Clive, was charged with breaking
and entering the house of Jim Loo,
a Chinese, and stealing the sum of
£5. Plaintiff and accused each ask-
ed for, and were granted, the ser-
vices of an interpreter.

Loo took the Chinese oath, which
included the extinguishing of a
match lighted by a police constable.
He then stated in evidence that he
was a market gardener of Whakatu,
and that on the morning of March
6 he had left his house locked up,
returning about 10 a.m.

Money Missing

He then found that a bedroom
door had been broken open and that
a sum of between £6 and £7 was
missing from a tin in the room. A
link in the chain holding the door
had been broken. The accused had
been working for him just before
the theft occurred.

Evidence was also given by Con-
stable G. Murray, of Clive.

At the conclusion of the evidence
the accused pleaded guilty and was
committed to the Supreme Court at
Wellington for sentence.

A PRISONER ON THE
ALTMARCK

New Zealander’s Story .
DUNEDIN SEAMAN OFF THE

-DORIC

STAR

An Eventful Voyage

From the time he joined the Doric Star in New Zealand
until he and 298 other seamen were rescued from the German
prison ship Altmarck, Gunher William Wheeler, a 24-year-old
Dunedin seaman, had an eventful series of experiences.

In an interview in London, he said:

“After leaving Auckland our ship, which was stacked to

the hatches with produce for
called not too good weather.

England, ran into what was
At Sydney, our first port of

call, we loaded wool, which filled our ’tween decks and was

loaded also on the deck hatches.

After leaving Sydney we

proceeded across the Indian Ocean towards Cape Town. We
were ‘on our own,” without a convoy.

“Arriving at Cape Town, we fuelled for a day and a half;
and a féw days out from Cape Town, as we were sitting on
the poop, there was a terrific explosion on the port quarter.

Swinging round, we were just

in time to see the water gush

up in the air. Knowing at once that something of enemy

nature was in the vicinity, we

rushed to the gun and loaded

it. By that time the fourth officer had arrived and, ringing
up the bridge from the after platform, he asked the captain
whether there was any message as to what it was.

“Just then there was another ex-
plosion and a shell burst on the
starboard side of the ship. We re-
ceived word with the rest of the
crew to make our way towards the
boats. At ‘Abandon ship’ everyone
went down into the boats and wait-
ed for the officers to take over.
There was no panic or confusion,
and the men behaved with great
coolness.

“About half an hour afterwards a
German motor-boat came alongside
and we were ordered back to our
ship. When we were back on our
siuip a German officer took our
names, and told us that we had ten
minutes to get a blanket, plate, and
knife and fork as we were going on
board the Graf Spee. The funny |
part about the boarding party was!
that, though the officer said the
‘Graf Spee’, the men had ‘Deutsch-
land’ on their hatbands. But the
Graf Spee was not disguised. When
we were taken on board the war-
ship we were received very well,
surprisingly so seeing it was an
enemy craft.

“It was about half past three to
four in the afternoon by the time
all the crew had been transferred
to the Graf Spee. After we had
sorted out the bits of luggage most
of us had, the Germans told us we
would have to go through a medical
examination, so we had to go below
decks and bath. Then we were tak-
en in ones and twos to the German
medical officer, who was very polite.

Seven Shells Fired

“While we were waiting to go
into the doctor’s room, I counted
seven shells fired at the Doric Star
to sink her, and I am sure they
were from the 1l-inch guns. sAlso,
we found out later that one torpedo
had been fired.

“After the medical examination
we were marshalled into the fore
deck of the ship. There were be-
tween 50 and 59 of us in there and
it wasn’t easy to move round. We
were given plenty to eat as far as
German foodstuffs were concerned,
but the accommodation and atmo-
sphere were very bad.

“After we had had tea we retir-
ed to bed in the’ fore deck, where
we had had our meal. There were,
roughly, sixteen hammocks between
us, so those who ‘got there’ first
were lucky. The rest laid their
blankets out and slept on the floor.

“The next morning we were
awakened about half past five by
gunfire, and we thought for the mo-
ment that a British warship had
picked up the message that our
wireless operator had tapped out
the day before. But one of the Ger-
man officers told us a steamer call-
ed the Tairoa had been captured and
was being sunk.

“Then, after the Tairoa’s crew had
been brought aboard (there were 83
of them), we received an extra ten
of them in our mess, which brouv-ht
our quota in the fore deck up to 69.
We were now worse for accommoda-
tion than before.. Then the Graf
Spee made away at a high speed,
heading into the west.

Germans Confident

“About a day later we were allow-
ed to go up on deck; and the Ger-
mans (they must have been confi-
dent) had the wireless going for us,
and the railings (which are always
down on board a warship when she
is expecting action) were put up and
the crew were sun-bathing.

“On the Wednesday afternoon we
were informed we were being trans-
ferred to a tanker, but her nation-
ality was not given. About two in
the afternoon we were transferred |
from the Graf Spee to the tanker,
leaving behind us all holding a mast-
er’s ticket and a chief officer’s ticket.
I was placed, with 25 others from
the Doric Star, in a deep tank 35
feet below water level, with the
Trevanion's crew, who were already

captives. There were 19 of them,
which brought our quota in the
tank up to about 45. We then

learned that the ship was definitely
a German supply ship disguised as
a Norwegian tanker. We were told
it was the Sogne; it was painted
neutral colours and flew the Nor-
wegian flag.

“That night we were visited by
the German prison officer and he
gave us the ins-and-outs and all the
rules that had to be obeyed on
board the ship. He spoke perfect
English; he had been at Dartmouth
Naval College and was evidently an
educated man.

“Conditions in the deck where we
were confined were extremely bad.
To sleep on we had rugs taken
from the Huntsman. Most of us
only had the one blanket, and, be-
lieve me, when you wrap yourself in
one blanket you’re not what you'd
call warm, especiallv when you are
in the Antarctic or the Arctic.

Poor Ventilation

“The only ventilation came from
the fan-room, and in rough weather,
when the fan was stopped, our deck
used to swim with water thaty
dripped from the deck above, the at-
mosphere was so leaden and heavy.
There were only twelve basins
amongst the lot of us for washing
ourselves.

“The food consisted of German
black bread for breakfast and a
small mug of tea in a tin; and for|
dinner we had some soup, and for
tea bread and cheese. I suppose it
was ordinary German prison fare.

“A few days later we headed south
at fast speed and we kept on goin
south. The atmosphere became cold-
er and colder. At that time we
were informed by a German on
board that the Graf Spee had been
sunk; and for telling us this he re-
ceived a sentence of twenty-one
days’ bread and water!

“While we were steaming south
every one of the German crew,
those that were off duty included,
set to work to paint the tanker a sil-
ver grey, and they put up a name
that we could not distinguish at the
time. They put ‘New York’ as the
port of registration on her boats.
After we had been on the ship about
a month we found that she was cail-
ed ‘Chiripo’ or ‘Chiriqui,” or ‘Chiqui,”
but we couldn’t quite make out the
name.

“Deck” Reduced 4,

“Before the Graf Spee had heen
sunk we had been allowed to go on
deck all together and we used to
spend roughly an hour on deck each
day, but once the Graf Spee was
sunk, this time was cut down. One
day the German captain mustered
us all on the fo'c’sle head of the
ship and gave us a speech which was
meant to impress us, but didn’t. He
told us that Britain was trying to
make Germany a slave state, and he
also said that he had no sympathy,
whatsoever with the British people
and that he hated the British Gov-
crnment. He said that at the pres-
ent time Germany had no colonies,
but soon would have, and he hoped
to be able to land us in one of themn
soon. After that our ‘deck’ was
cut dowa to fifty minutes every sec-
ond day and only fifteen men were
allowed on deck at one time. This
continued until we were rescued.

New Zealand Prisoners

“There were New Zealanders on
board from the Ashlea, a ship that
had been captured. Noel Bevan of
Wellington, was on the Altmarck.
Others from the Tairoa and the
Doric Star were: Colin Watt (Wel-
lington), R. Pittan (Auckland), P.
G. Bowie (Wellington), G. C. Lynca
(Onehunga), P. J. Craig (Auckland),
David Nicholas (Auckland), Jack
Blythe (Auckland), and N. K. Brown
(Auckland).

“After we had been in southern
latitudes a month and a bit the
Altmarck (for that was the real
name of the ship) one day turned
north and began to race at full
steam. We went from the cold into
the Tropics and out of the Tropics
into the Arctic. What course she
followed no-one can actually say,
but it would be a safe surmise that
we went almost up the centre of
the Atlantic. No-one knew where

.we were or what was happening.

Owing tc bad weather many were
never on deck, and it wasn’t until
we had been steaming full speed for
a fortnight or three weeks that one
morning a chap came down from the
deck, after getting the tea, and told
us that there was land on each side
of us. We were all excited and
climbed the scuttleway one at a time
to see what it was and where we
might be.
Mutiny on Board .

“Unknown to us, there had been a
mutiny in the fore part of the ship
and the prisoners there had nearly
escaped. Next morning we were
notified by the Captain that we were
to be put on bread and water. Well,
it was not bread, but biscuits that an
average person would feed to a dog.
We lived on it for that day, with a
pint of water.

“In the forenoon the ship stopped
and we never knew whetiier we were
at anchor or tied up alongside a
wharf due to the fact that we were
battened down. That night about
eleven o’clock two of the chaps who
were holding watches (we had been
dividing watches,between ten of us)
were playing cards when the shi})
suddenly went full speed ahead,
and then after shaking and shiver-
ing she went full speed astern.
There was another series of jars,
and then a big jar, and we at once
knew that she had either run
aground or had banged into some-
thing or other. We were down there
in the tank ready and waiting to be
called up by German officers in case
she began to sink, when the tank top
was dragged back and a naval rating
of some description yelled out, ‘Any
British down there? It’s the Navy
up here’ There was a Cockney
on the top deck and he said, ‘Gosh!
Blimey! It’s the Navy.’

“After we were all mustered on
the deck a British Naval officer
spoke from the ‘cat-walk’ and told
us that the Germans had mined the
ship and that she was timed to blow
up in fifty minutes. He told us to
go forward on to the fo'c’sle head
and prepare to embark on board
the destroyer which was coming up
alongside with its searchlight show-
ing. All the chaps on the fo’c’sle
head, as H.M.S., Cossack ran along-
side, threw their bags and what lit-
tle gear they had, on board, and
then jumped on board themselves.
Some were very eager. and jumped
the best part of seven feet. The
Cossack was alongside for only a
matter of minutes and the British
captain then ordered her away; and
we sailed out of the fiord in triumpa.
We were very happy, and were

The Mayor (Mr T. W. Hercock)
said that although he was pleased
at having the opportunity of fare-
welling the men, yet he was mnot
pleased that the occasion had arisen
when they must go. They were go-
ing to parts unknown, to face severe
hardships, if not worse.

By their action those who remain-
ed were permitted to retain their
freedom and sense of security, and
they honoured them for it. He ex:
pressed best wishes that they would
return safely.

Duty For All

“These men are going away on
the most dangerous journey they
could undertake,” said the Hon. W.
E. Barnard, “but we who are left
behind should remember that we
also have a duty to perform. We
must keep up production so that
the people of England will be fed,
and we also have the duty, especi-
ally on the part of the women, to
provide for the creature comforts
of the men.”

Some old soldiers remembered
the promises made a generation ago
concerning the treatment they
would be accorded on their return,
Mr Barnard continued. Those pro-
mises would have to be more fully
honoured this time (Applause).

The speaker quoted from a writer
in a New Zealand magazine, who
stated that war would not settle
anything, and that the  settlement
would come, not from guns, but
from the minds of men. The minds
of men had failed 20 years ago, and
wiser and more intensive thinking
was now a duty devolving on them
all, both soldier and civilian.

Soldiers and Gentlemen.

Adding his good wishes for the
safety of the men, the speaker said
he knew they would conduct them-
selves as good soldiers and consid-
erate gentlemen.

The good wishes of the Returned
Soldiers’ Association were express-
ed by the president, Mr E. H. T.
Dunn, who said he would prefer to
go “over the top” with the men
rather than send them to do a job
which the older men could not do.

The speaker said he knew Egypt.
He could tell them a lot about Egypt
(laughter and applause) but they
would learn it all from experience.
It was a land of almost perpetual
sunshine, but it had its drawbacks.

The men who were leaving were
the Anzacs of 1940. In the last wai
the Anzacs gained great honour for
New Zealand and Australia, and it
was up to the younger men to carry
on those traditions. He was confi-
dent that they would do so.

Inspection Of Fruit

1; CLAIM SETTLED AT
| HASTINGS

Case Of Interest

An interesting “~cision, of import-
ance in particular to fruitgrowers
and those con.:rned in the sale of
fruit from cool stores, has been
giﬁen at Hastings by Mr J. Miller,

His Worship held that ~vhen an
orchardist forwarded packages of
fruit to the cool stores, he was re-
sponsible for the inspection fee
stamp, even if the fruit was sold in
the store. Mr Miller further con-
tended that in the event of stamped
packages being repacked, a second
stamp was required before the re-
packed package could be sold.

Case Judged

The case in question was a claim
by L. Farmery (Mr H. R. Bannister)
for £18 16/2 from C. C. Bushby and
Sons, Ltd. (Mr W. E. Bate) for bal-
ance owing on the sale of fruit. A
portion of the claim was for the cost
of the inspection-fee stamns which
the defendant company had affixed
and charged to the plaintiff. It was
on this point that the claim was con-
tested, and his Worship held that
this was a reasonable charge, so he
gave judgment to plaintiff only for
the other amounts claimed, amount-
ing to £12 19/-, with £3 15/- costs.

It was mentioned in court that
there was a possibility that the de-
cision would be tested in a higher
court.

Commenting later on his reserved
judgment, Mr Miller said that when
the New Zealand-Grown Fruit Regu-
lations, 1938, were b-ought into
force the idea wag to have Govern-
ment inspection of New Zealand
grown fruit, such as apples and
pears. To meet the cost of this in.
spection it was decided to create a
fund by charging a fee of id for half
cases and 1d for full bushel cases,
and this charge took the form of an
adhesive stamp, which had to be
affixed to every package of fruit
sold. The inspection stamp had to
be placed on the package by the
seller.

Exemptions Allowed

However, certain exemptions were
made, he said, for the provisions of
the regulations allowed that where
the fruit was packed and then held
in cool store, the stamp could be
affixed immediately the fruit was
sold or removed from storage. It
was appreciated that when fruit was
held in cool storage it was neces-
sary to examine the fruit from time
to time to reject certain portions
that had suffered injury or develop-
ed imperfections.

When such fruit was sold in the
cool store, the question aroce as to
whether the orchardist or the fruit
merchant was responsible for stamp-
ing the packages. In *his particu-
lar case, the fruit went iato the store
unstamped, and because it was un-
stamped it could not be sold until it
had been stamped. In other words,
it was there only for cool storage.
If it was eventually sold in the store
it would be the same as if sold at
the orchard, though in this case the
orchardist did not pay the 1d. fee,
but the merchant placed the stamp
on the package and hc deducted the
fee from the return made to the or-
chardist. His Worship held that the
deduction was legal.

Merchant’s Responsibility

Another point rcised was the case
of the orchardist selling packages
to the fruit merchant, who in turn
held the fruit in cool storage and
then sold it. His Worship held that
the orchardist must affix a stcmn to
the package before he could sell it
to the merchant, -=d "en when the
merchant made a later sale after re-
packing he, too. must affix a stamp,
because he had defaced the first
stamp.

CAMP IN THE DESERT.'

Lieutenant-Bombardier Yortt Tells

Of Their Arrival
In Egypt

Interesting details of the activities of the Second New
Zealand Expeditionary Force in Egypt are contained in a
letter received by Mr and Mrs A. J. Yortt, Hastings, from
their son, Lieutenant-Bombardier Yortt, who is posted to the
Fourth Field Regiment of the New Zealand Artillery.

“This is a totally different country from New Zealand,”

states the letter.

“There is a strip of land about six miles

wide running along each side of the Nile, and that is about

the only cultivated spot in Egypt, as far as I can see.

All

the rest is just dust and sand, and that is what we are camped
on. When the wind arrives it is very uncomfortable, but it is
just a waste of time trying to keep anything clean.

“We thought the dust would be troublesome, getting in
our boots, but strange to say, it doesn’t worry us much.
Route marches are the order of the day, and the boys are

getting pretty fit.

We have not been troubled much with

sickness, and I myself have never felt fitter.”

“We disembarked practically as
soon as we arrived, and we were
the first unit in camp,” the letter
continues. “We were met at the
train by a good Scottish band, and
marched about two miles into our
lines. We are very thankful to have
reached our destination, but now we
are looking forward to the day when
we can steam into Wellington Har-
bour again ...

“We were given a wonderful re-
ception by Mr Anthony Eden; he
seemed very pleased to meet us. We
did not go through the canal, but
disembarked at Suez, and came up
here by a very fast train.

Erratic Temperatures

“We are fairly handy to a large
town, and I visited it last night. We
have not had any really hot weather
yet, and it is hard to realise that
we are out of New Zealand, if we
take the weather into account. We
must watch for the quick change in
temperatures here. In the summer
it falls from 115 degrees to 50 de-
grees at night, and the nights so far
have been as cold as anything Dan-
nevirke can produce. :

“ . We are under British Army
rules néw. Our meals are quite
good, but of course, the quantity is
not so large as in New Zealand. We
have had showers laid on and, be-
lieve me, we need them. The can-
teens are run by the British Govern-
ment, the prices are reasonable, and
we can get anything we want. . .

“« . "We have received no mail
since we left home, and are all look-
ing forward to our first lot. Ours
will he censored by the Pot Offic2
officials, and it will be much tougher
than on the boat. All the letters
from New Zealand will be treated in
the same manner. . «

Second Echelon’s Arrival

“We have good tents, with plenty
of Toom, and all are new. Six of us
pbundle in, but we have much more
room than we did at Hopu Hopu.
We are all very interested in the
Second Echelon, and to see who ar-
rives. We may miss them, as we
will shift out of here to make room

! tor them. We have no idea where

we wil. be going, but probably it
will be further into the desert.

“We have not picked up many
curios yet: the trouble s looking
after them. I have no idea how long
we will be in this country, but it
would nct surprise me if we never
saw any action .- .”
