A Bordeaux communique says
that the Ministers met at 8 a.m. to-
day to examine the Italian armis-
tice conditions that were presented
to the French delegates at Rome.

A further communique says that
deliberations were suspended at
8.45 and were resumed at 9.30.

Negotiations are still proceeding
at Rome, where the French pleni-
potentiaries are in telephonic con-
tact with the Government at Bor-
deaux.

Zurich reports declare that the
Italian-French discussions concern
the Mediterranean coastal fleet and
colonies. Italy is repoited to have
demanded strong military positions
at Djibouti, Tunis, Algiers, and in
Morocco.

It was earlier officially stated in
Rome: “At 7.30 p.m., near Rome,
the Italian plenipotentiaries deliv-
ered to the French their terms for
an armistice.”

The French delegates forwarded
the Italian terms to Bordeaux by
telephone via Switzerland.

The French plenipotentiaries ar-
rived at the Littorio airfield in
three German ’planes. Owing to the
secrecy surrounding their arrival,
only high Fascists and a group of
journalists were present. Immedi-
ately after the greetings were over,
the French proceeded to a villa on
the outskirts of Rome.

No reliable news has yet reached
London concerning the progress of
the armistice negotiations between
the French and ltalian delegations
(says a British Official Wireless
message).

According to German wireless re-
ports, the French delegation ar-
rived at Rome at 3 p.m. to-day and
started negotiations an hour later.

Agency reports state that an offi-
cial Italian communique gives the

representatives of the people as soon
as circumstances allow them to as-
semble in conditions compatible
with, liberty, dignity and security.

“The French National Committee
will get in touch with various bodies
in order to call for their participa-
tion in its formation. The French
National Committee will take under
its jurisdiction all French citizens
at present in other countries and
will assume the direction of all mili-
tary and administrative bodies who
now or may in the future be in this
country.

Recognised By Britain

A statement issued by the British
Government says that the terms
signed by France are a complete
contravention of the Anglo-French
treaty of alliance, which forbids the
signing of a separate peace. They
have reduced the Bordeaux Govern-
ment to complete subjection.

The British Government can no
longer regard the French Govern-
ment as the Government of an in-
dependent nation, and declares its
recognition of the provisional
French committee set up in London
under General de Gaulle, former
Chief of the Military Cabinet to M.
Reynaud.

The British Government will deal
with this committee as long as it
represents all the elements of the
French people who are prepared to
fight against the enemy.

General de Gaulle, in a broadcast
from London, announced the forma-
tion of a French National Commit-
tees

“The political institution no long-
er gives the people an opportunity
of expressing their real will,” the
general said in a broadcast.

“The French National Committee
has been formed with the approval
of the British Government. This
committee is resolved to maintain
the independence of France, and is
resolved to contribute to the war ef-
fort till victory is won by the Allies.

“The committee will take under
its jurisdiction all French subjects in
British territory and elsewhere.

“The war is not lost, our country
is not dead, hope is not extinguished.

There is little surprise that
the German Legation has been, as
the London “Daily Telegraph” said
a few days ago, “abusing its diplo-
matic privilege to fill the subversive
role which is now the principal busi-
ness of German Legations every-
where,” and it is noted with satis-
faction that the German Minister’s
attempted denial was immediately
exposed by irrefutable proof in docu-
ments published by “El Dia.”
The “Spectator,” reviewing these
events, says ‘“that such activities,
with which neutral European coun-
tries have long been familiar, have
been pursued with equal zeal and
envy in South America is evidence
that there are no limits to Nazi
ambitions. Hitler thinks not in
terms of a single continent but of
the whole world. America’s danger
is beginning while Europe’s is at
the height of its crisis. {
Strategic Scheme
The London “Daily Telegraph”
also sees the Nazi plot in Uruguay
as designed to fit into the broad
strategic scheme by which Hitler:
too optimistically counting on early
success in shattering the last re-
sistances in Europe by subduing
Britain—is already calculating the
moment when he will be ready for
an onslaught on the Western Hem-
isphere.

The house from which the occu-
pants of the shelter had come was
badly damaged by bomb splinters.

In a south-coast town the debris
of a house fell on a shelter of this
type but the occupants were un-
harmed.

Another incident provided encour-
aging testimony as to the value of
the public shelters provided by au-
thorities in great numbers. A large
bomb fell close to one of these pub-
lic shelters, the occupants of which

AMALGAMATION
OF LAND

UNECONOMIC CROWN
PROPERTY

NEW BASIS

Writing Down Of
Mortgages

The Government’s policy of amal-
gamating uneconomie Crown lands
farms was referred to by the Min-
ister of Lands (the Hon. F. Lang-
stone) in an interview. The Minis-
ter, who saild that 87 areas in Can-
terbury were now being worked by
47 occupiers, gave an explanation of
his policy of establishing a basis for
economic farming.

The process of adjusting unecon-
omic farms, uneconomic because
they were too small, had been car-
ried out in co-operation by the
Lands Department and the State
Advances Corporation, said the
Minister. The properties had been
made economic farms. The basis
of amalgamation was to give the
occupier at least a minimum stan.
dard of living, based on about 500
ewes and 200 dry sheep, or mixed
farming equivalent in value to the
sheep production.

“Every consideration has been
given by way of writing down the
mortgages to sustain values and to
put rentals on a sound basis,” said
Mr Langstone. “Steps have also
been taken to relieve the outgoing
occupiers or tenants of their re-
sponsibilities and cash payment has
been made to compensate for the
upsetting of their tenancy, and to
enable them to obtain dwellings and
other occupations.”

Farms Too Small

In many cases, the farms were
S0 small and the returns so inade-.
quate that the Lands Department
and the State Advances Corpora
tion were receiving neither rent nor
interest and had to contribute to-
ward the living expenses of the oc-
cupiers. Under the new system,
future losses would be avoided and
farming would be placed on a sound-
er economic basis.

The Brookdale Estate, in Canter-
bury, was quoted by the Minister as
a typical case. The property, he
said, had been bought for £35,000,
and the value was later written
down to £21,000. Even on that valu-
ation, the settlers were unable to
meet their commitments. There
were 13 holdings originally and the
occupiers had fallen behind finan.
cially. Under the amalgamation,
the estate was now farmed by six
occupiers.

Economic Farming

“Since I have been Minister of
Lands, I have endeavoured to estab-
lish a basis for economic farming,”
said Mr Langstone. “Dairy farms
raust produce about 6000lb. of but-
terfat to provide sufficient income
for the farmer to have a standard
of living and to meet his commit-
ments of rent, interest, and other
charges. If the farm cannot provide
that income, it is uneconomic. The
same applied on sheep farms and
mixed farms. The basis of true
land settlement is a decent area of
land, giving an annual value of pro-
ductivity to meet all charges of a
farmer who utilises the land in a
husband-like way.”

City Of Ulm

Important Centres

Ulm, one of the cities bombed by
the Royal Air Force, is on the Dan-
ube and 58 miles south-east of
Stuttgart and 63 north-west of Mun-
ich. Its population is more than
60,000. It is at Ulm that the Danube
becomes navigable, and the city is,
therefore, important as a terminal
river port. From another angle,
water communication is available
with the Rhine. Weaving and iron
and brass founding are carried on
in peace-time.

Homburg, another city bombed, is
also a place (of about 16,000 per
sons) carrying on iron-founding un-
der normal conditions, but which,
under the present situation, would
divert much of this activity to mili-
tary ends. It stands in Prussia and
Is 12 miles by rail from Frankfort-
on-Main.

Augsberg, a town of 177,600 in-
habitants, lies between the rivers
Wertach and Lech. It is the chief
textile town of Southern Germany,
producing woollen goods and also
has dye works. It is also noted for
its importance in the machinery and
chemical trade.

Cut away the crusts from
the loaf an hour ‘or two before
cooking and soak half the loaf in
the milk.

With Success

Rissoles, when they come to
the table in the form of golden
brown cakes, sizzling hot and
crisp from the frying pan, suc-
culent and well-flavoured with-
in, garnished with green pars-
ley and perhaps with little rolls
of bacon, with or without
a good dark brown sauce or
gravy, can be excellent fare.
Often, however, they are rather
tasteless little balls, hard and
of an unpleasant solidity, or to
take the other extreme, too soft
and pulpy in texture.

Some cooks confess that they
find rissoles inclined to be tem-
peramental productions and not
to be relied upon, but the pro-
bable cause of this is that they
are a popular way of using wup
“left-overs” and these vary from
time to time and it affects the
consistency of the mixture.

The main thing to remember
in rissole making is to mix the
ingredients thoroughly. The
addition of a little melted but-
ter is am improvement, and
fresh lemon juice and a little
grated rind give a piquancy to
the flavour.

VEAL RISSOLES

Ingredients: 1 lb. minced veal,
oz. flour, 1 oz. butter, ¥ pint stock,
salt, pepper, parsley, grated lemon
rind. :

Method: Make a sauce by melting
the butter and adding the flour and
stock. To this sauce add tne
minced veal, a little finely chopped
parsley, glated lemon rind, nutmeg
and seasoning to taste. Leave till
cooked, then shape into balls, coat
with egg and breadcrumbs and fry
golden brown in deep fat.

Take every scrap of meat from
the remains of a chicken or other
bird.

Method: Mix the flaked fish and
mashed potato together well and
then add all the other ingredients
(the hard boiled egg being well
chopped).

LOSS TO WAIROA
AND DISTRICT

DEATH OCCURS OF
DR HALLWRIGHT

VARIED CAREER

Served In R.AM.C. In
1914-1918

“Dally Malil” Speclal Service.
WAIROA.

The death occurred at the Wairoa
Hospital on Saturday night of Dr
G. Hallwright, aged 69 years.
~Dr Hallwright collapsed at a sit-
ting of the Medical Board when ex-
amining recruits for service with the
New Zealand Expeditionary Force.
Born at Birmingham, England, on
July 8, 1871, Dr Hallwright gradua-
ted M.D. and F.R.C.S at the Univer-
sity College, London and Edinburgh
and was Resident Medical Officer at
the Birmingham Infirmary in 1895.
From 1896 to 1899 Dr Hallwright
was Medical Officer in British Hon-
duras.
During the period 1907 to 1914 he
was medical superintendent of the
Westport Hospital and he gave up
this appointment in 1914 to serve in
the R.A.M.C. during the last war.
Returning to New Zealand in 1919
Dr Hallwright was appointed medi-
cal superintendent to the Wairoa
Hospital and held that appointment
until the time of his death.
Dr Hallwright, who was married
in 1914 to Ethel May, daughter of
Mr H. S. Pieremont, leaves a widow
and three sons—M. N. Hallwright,
British Honduras, W. W. Hallwright.
who is attached to the medical staff
of the Wellington Hospital, and G.
P. Hallwright, who is studying at
Otago University.

Dr Hallwright was an outstanding
member of the community and had
the welfare and interest of the dis-
trict at heart.

He was a prominent member of
the Wairoa Bowling Club, of which
he was a past president, and was a
member of the County Club, also
being a past president of the organi-
sation.

The funeral will leave the Angli-
can Church to-day (Tuesday) at 2
p.m. for the Wairoa Cemetery.

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THE OPPRESSOR’S HEEL

——

‘I'he bully of Europe has spoken. With his heel on the
neck of a prostrate enemy he has struck the traditional atti-
tude of the arrogant conqueror and without one grain of
mercy has imposed terms under which all the free men of
France will writhe in indignation and in shame. The dastard-
ly document was signed without the knowledge of the French
people. The Bordeaux Government will have much to answer
for in the days to come. The whole text of the sSorry
agreement, breathing vindictive hate in every clause, is pub-
lished elsewhere in these columns this morning, and it is of no
use to repeat what is contained therein, except to say that a
complete capitulation involving the utter destruction and sub-
Jjugation of the liberty-loving French people is set forth in
brutal and unmistakeable terms.

But the war will go on.

What one government of France says may be unsaid by
the next, and governments in France have changed during
recent weeks with kaleidoscopic suddenness and unexpected-
ness. The immediately previous government had said that
not under any circumstances would France accept ignominious
or shameful terms. The Bordeaux Government has bowed
its head to the axe of the Nazi executioner with regrettable
and amazing meekness. Naturally, we will side with Great
Britain in the expressed opinion that the present government
cannot be conceived of as representing the considered judg-
ment or the will of the people of France; and naturally, many
will be prepared to believe that all is not well internally in the
administration of the affairs of that country.

General de Gaulle, who hcs already rendered distinguish-
ed service to his country as military chief in M. Reynaud’s
Cabinet, is making a gallant attempt to rally his countrymen
under the tricolor, and even as he stands under and holds
aloft that sacred symbol of Liberty, Equality and Fraternity,
he is ostracised by the ruling government and stripped of his
rank. It is evidently a crime to be a patriot and a faithful
soldier. No one could have believed that France would ever
sink to such depths, and what has happened will serve but to
strengthen the view that the Bordeaux Government cannot be
recognised as performing its proper function and that loyal
Frenchmen all over the world should be unremittingly urged
to rally under the combined standards of France and Britain.
Significantly enough, the Union Jack stands for the same
principles as the tricolor; and they are each red, white and
blue. From that symbol we may take fresh courage. The
French colonial empire has indicated its willingness to fight
on, and we may be sure that the Germans will not find all
Frenchmen as tractable as the gentlemen in Bordeaux.

But the world of decent men and women is
by now entirely disillusioned about Germany’s “word of hon-
our,” which is merely a phrase used as disguised parachuters
are used—to look like one thing while being something else all
the time. Germany believes in such weapons as lying and
cheating. A fig for Nazi promises! :

Rather, we will turn with confident expectancy to our ex-
perienced British administrators who have been through the
mill of similar experiences oi chicanery and double-dealing and
who have now (in view of the armistice terms dictated to
France) no more to learn about the depths to which German
fraud and pretence can sink. The destruction of the Richelieu
and the Clemenceau at Brest may be taken as a hopeful indi-
cation that the Nazi designs on the French Fleet will be by
no means wholly realised. @ That tremendous sacrifice was
made from the highest and best patriotic motives. Not all
the French people are being blindly led by the nose by the Bor-
deaux Cabinet.

THE ARMISTICE TERMS

West Coast Ports And Half Of

France To Be Occupied

" COUNTRY DISARMED

(Received June 24, 12.45 p.m.) ;
LONDON, June 23.

France has completely capitulated to Germany under the
terms of an armistice signed between the two countries yes-
terday.

In brief, the armistice provides that France shall be dis-
armed and that the whole of the west coast and the northern
half of the country shall be occupied by German troops. For-
tifications and the bulk of French arms are to be handed to
Germany. 7

Although Germany proposes to allow France a certain
part of her fleet to safeguard French colonial routes, and says
that she does not intend to use the French Fleet, with the ex-
ception of those ships necessary to guard the coast and sweep
mines, the British Prime Minister (Mr Churchill) says in a
commentary on the terms: “The whole resources of the
French Empire and the French Navy would speedily pass into
the hands of the adversary for the fulfilment of his purpose.”

There is no reference in the terms.of the armistice to the
disposition of French territorial possessions outside Europe.
Presumably that must await the conclusion of the separate
armistice between Italy and France which is at present being
negotiated between the French plenipotentiaries and Italian
‘representatives.

Following is a summary of the 24 articles of the German
Government’s terms to France:

(1) An immediate cessation of hostilities. French troops already
surrounded are to lay down their arms.

For the security of German interests, the territory north and
west of the following line is to be occupied: Geneva, Dole,
Chalon, Iparay, Le Monil, Moulins, Bourges, Vierzon, thence
to 20 kilometres east of Tours, thence south parallel to the
Angouleme railway to Mont de Marsan and St. Jean de Pied
de Port. The areas not yet occupied in this territory are to
be occupied immediately on the conclusion of the present
convention.

In the occupied area, Germany is to have all the rights of an
occupying Power, excluding local administration. The
French Government is to afford all the necessary facilities.
Germany will reduce to the minimum her occupation of the
western coast after the cessation of hostilities with Britain.
The French Government is to be free to choose for itself its
seat of Government in the non-occupied territory, or even to
transfer it to Paris if it desires. In the latter event, Ger-
many will allow the necessary facilities for the administra-
tion from Paris of both the occupied and non-occupied ter-
tory.

The French naval, military and air forces are to be demobil-
ised and disarmed within a period to be decided, with the
exception of troops necessary for maintaining order. The
size and armament of the latter is to be decided by Germany
and Italy respectively. French army forces in the occupied
territory are to be brought back into the unoccupied terri-
tory and demobilised. These troops will previously have laid
down their arms and material at the places where they are
at the moment of the armistice.

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As a guarantee, Germany may demand the surrender in good
condition of all artillery, tanks, anti-tank weapons, service
aircraft, infantry armament, tractors and munitions in the
territory not to be occupied.

(6) All arms and war material remaining in the unoccupied ter-
ritory and not left for the use of the French authorised
forces are to be put into store under German and Italian
control. Manufacture of new war material in the unoccu-

pied territory is to stop immediately.

(7) Land and coast defences, with their armaments, etec., in the

occupied territory are to be handed over in good condition.

The French Fleet, except that part left free for the safe-
guarding of French interests in the colonial empire, shall be
collected at specified ports, demobilised, and disarmed under
German and Italian control. The German Government sol-
emnly declares that it has no intention of using it for its own
purposes during the war. The French Fleet is to be sta-
tioned at ports under German control, except for those units
necessary for coast surveillance and minesweeping. Except
for that part of the fleet destined for the protection of col-
onial interests, all ships outside French territorial waters
must be recalled to France.

A_ll information about naval mines and defences must be fur-
1f11shed and minesweeping is to be carried on by the French
orces.

The French Government will not undertake any hostile ac-
tion with the remaining armed forces. @ Members of the
French forces are to be prevented from leaving French soil.
No material is to be conveyed to Britain. No Frenchman is
to serve against Germany in the services of other Powers.

No French merchant shipping is to leave harbour. Re-
sumption of commercial traffic is to be subject to the previ-
ous authorisation of Germany and Italy. Merchant ships
outside France are to be recalled or, if that is not possible,
to go to neutral ports.

No French aircraft are to leave the ground. Aerodromes
are to be placed under German or Italian control. All for-
eign aircraft in the unoccupied territory are to be handed
over to the German authorities.

All establishments and military tools and stocks in the oc-
cupled territory are to be handed over intact., Ports, per-
manent fortifications and naval building yards are to be left
in their present state and not destroyed or damaged. The
same condition is to apply to all means of communication.
Material for repairs is to be made available.

All wireless transmitting stations in French territory are to
cease.

(21) The present armistice is to be valid until the conclusion of
a peace treaty, and can be denounced at any moment if
France does not fulfil her obligations.

France put forward certain relatively unimportant

Reports have been received by the
council from all recruiting districts,
the general position being that the
results were well up to require-
ments, and where this was not so
the numbers awaiting acceptance
were very satisfactory.
Various methods of keeping up
the morale of the public were dis-
cussed and a campaign decided
upon.

The Hon. D. Wilson said that it
was no reflection on the council
that compulsory training had been
brought in. He was convinced that
voluntary recruiting could have been
carried on successfully for another
year. The arguments for compul-
sory training, however, had out-
weighed those for the voluntary
system and were certainly in accor-
dance with the Government's *“all
in” policy.

Reflection On British

General Reserve
Described

THREE DIVISIONS

Emergency Regulations

Outlined

By Telegraph—Press Assoclation.
WELLINGTON, June 24.
Regulation V of the National Ser-
vice Emergency Regulations, 1940,
conferred on the Minister of Na-
tional Service the power to divide
into classes the general reserve con-
stituted under those regulations.
Steps have now been taken to

give effect to the intention of this
provision. The classification of the

reserve has been determined by the
Minister and will be gazetted with-
in the next few days.

In an explanatory statement to-
night Mr Semple stated that though
the whole reserve had been thus
classified it did not necessarily fol-
low that all classes would be enroll-
ed, and it was only from classes en-
rolment of which was directed by
proclamation by the Governor-
General that reservists might be
selected by ballot for service in the
armed forces.

Three Parts

The reserve is in the first place
divided into three parts: To be
known as the First, Second and
Third Divisions.

The First Division consists of all
unmarried male reservists who are
natural-born British subjects and
who are 19 years of age but less
than 46, with the exception of those
who have enlisted for service over-
seas or who have beeh discharged
as unfit after such service and
those undergoing imprisonment for
12 months or more, or who are 1n
confinement as of unsound mind.

The Second Division is defined in
terms similar to those describing
the first except for the substitution
of the word “married” for “unmar-
ried.”

The Third Division includes all
other reservists—principally all fe-
males and males aged 16 but less
than 19 and those over 45 years of
age.

The First Division is subdivided
into classes as follows:—

(a) Unmarried men aged 21

40, both inclusive.

(b) Unmarried men 19 to 20.

(¢) Unmarried men 41 to 45, both

inclusive.

Men having mno children are
deemed to be unmarried if they are
widowed, divorced or judicially sep-

to

arated or if they m>rried on or
after May 1, 1940.
Children include those legally

adopted before May and alSo step-
children and legitimated children of
reservists who married mothers of
such children before that date.
The Register

Immediately on the proclamation
of the enrolment of any class or
classes of the reserve, the Director
of National Service will prepare a
register of all persons included in
the class or classes proclaimed. All
persons included who have register-
ed for purposes of the Social Secur-
ity register will automatically have
their names recorded in this regis-
ter, but any who have not yet reg-
istered are required to do so with-
out delay. Failure in this respect
constitutes an offence.

Offences

A further provision regarding of-
fences is to the effect that employ-
ers must not employ or retain in
their service for more than seven
days any man who belongs to the
enrolled class of reserve but who is
not enrolled therein. Employers may
safeguard themselves in this respect
by requiring their employees if of
the enrolled class to produce their
certificates of enrolment. Offences
against regulations may be pun-
ished by a fine of a £100 or impris-
onment for twelve months or both.

After a slight skirmish the enemy
fled, leaving one of their number
dead. There were no casualties on
the British side.

Two hundred miles to the west a
patrol drawn from the Somaliland
Camel Corps penetrated the border
and raided another Italian frontier
post known to be occupied by na-
tives. On the arrival of the troops
they found the post deserted and
that the occupants had destroyed
the defences, including the water-
tanks.

A state of nervous tension is per-
ceptible in Italian frontier posts all
along the borders of East Africa as
the result of the lightning attacks
by the British forces.

HITLERISM CONDEMNED

CHRISTCHURCH, June 24.

The Minister for National Service (the Hon. R. Semple)
was frequently applauded by a big gathering: of road transport
operators this evening when he made a stirring declaration of
his faith in the ability of the Empire to withstand the struggle
against Germany and her allies. :

He insisted that he did not wish to scare anyone, but he
said that all should realise that New Zealand might have to
play a sterner part in the struggle.

“We may be called on to defend this country at any time.
No one knows’ the Minister declared. “We are a country, bless

ed with marvellous resources

and wonderful potentialities,

with a small population and much to appeal to those who are

not so fortunate.

“This hungry, restless and selfish world is not going to

leave us alone.

That is my considered opinion. We will be in

the stir-up before it is all through.
“T detest the name of war, and have always claimed that

war is the very negation of reason.

I have been the implac-

able foe of war all my life, and I can say that had England
been the aggressor in this war I would not have been here to
say a word in defence of England, because I do not believe
in aggression; but we are not in this war because of anything

England did.

England was not the aggressor.

IEngland,

with other members of the British Commonwealth, did all in
her power to persuade Hitler into other paths.

“Some people have said that our
Labour Government had no right
to take part in this conflict, but we
could not have cut the painter with
England and refused to give her
help. That was what the neutrals
did—Finland, Norway, Holland and
Belgium—and see what happened
to them.

“There was no question of our
keeping out. If we had let Eng-
land down, we would have betrayed
this country as well as Great Bri-
tain. We are not going to surrender
to Hitler. We would far sooner face
death than that sort of thing. What
has Hitler to offer us? Nothing, I
say, that vve have not got ourselves.

“Our people are free and unfet-
tered British subjects and want to
remain so. There was no other de-
cent course left open for us than
to go in behind England. We are
an integral part of the British Com-
monwealth and could not show the
white feather. I do not want to
raise any scare about our situation
here. It is serious, as you all know.
We will keep our heads up and
stand as a common people with a
common cause in an hour of dan-
ger.

Tight Corner

“England has never been in a cor-
ner like this for a thousand years,
but that is not saying that she will
not get out of it. (Applause).

“If they show the same spirit and
determination as their ancestors
did they will get out of it. I know
they will. There is a thrill in get-
ting out of a tight corner. We are
in one, and we can get out if we
pull with the same grit and ~ourage
as prompted the warriors who
handed down to us the freedom we
enjoy.

“They gave us the heritage for
which we are now fighting. If we
do not hand on that heritage we will
betray the dead and the living. I
would rather be dead a thousand
times than live under the Hitler
yoke. I am sure that you all feel
with me in exactly the same way.
We will not hand the British Com-
monwealth over to Hitler--to the
biggest invader, bushranger and
murderer the world has ever seen.
If we did, there would be something
wrong with us and the sooner we
were dead the better.

Liberty is Life

“Liberty is the spice of life. It is
life itself to us. Liberty is the only
thing separating man from the
jungle. I would gladly come out of
this struggle without a penny and
without a roof to my head as long
as I could know that we had pre-
served that’ freedom which we now
enjoy for our kiddies.”

Some Hints For
Housewives

Uncertain hours involving irregu-
larity in meal times has brought
the hot pot back into the catering
scheme. X :

This economical “all in” dish ap-
peals to all kinds of people. Downing
Street hot pot became a favourite
luncheon dish at “No. 10,” it will be
recalled, and many hostesses sought
its recipe.

Certain ingrediencs are laid down
as correct for the classic hot pot
which hails from Lancashire. These
are best end of mutton, kidney, po-
tatoes and onions, well-seasoned and
flavoured with herbs. The idea is to
fill the casserole or hot pot with
layers of potatoes, followed by on-
ions and then the meat, repeating
the succession of layers. Towards
the end of the cooking process the
top layer of potatoes is allowed to
brown. A few mushrooms are per-
missible but not essential, and some-
times in a Lancashire hot pot one
comes across a surprise in the form
of a neat little joint of poultry—a
leg. wing, or breast.

This, however, is an addition de
luxe, but what is part of the true
hot pot code is a dish of cold,
pickled red cabbage, served with the
hot contents of the pot.

Other counties have their hot
pots, and the home cook with an
economical turn of mind, who at the
same time understands that food
should be savoury 'nd appetising,
and particularly so when people are
tired, hungry and hard-worked, can
produce any number of acceptable
hot pot variations with steak and
kidney, poultry and game, and more
variety in vegetables—tomatoes,
ringed carrots, cut-up celery, and so
on.

Onion is almost essential for a
good hot pot, and it is well to use

plenty of herbs and seasonings.

Pedestrian Traffic A

Problem

BLOCKING GANGWAY

The confused state of pedestrian
trafficc in Napier was the subject of
a report presented by the inspector
(Mr A. M. Oliver) at last night’s

meeting of the Napier Borough
Council.

“During the busy shopping
periods our footpaths are barely

wide enough to carry the moving
pedestrian traffic, let alone provide
for standing groups of pedestrians,”
states the report.

“There are two chief nuisances
which cause confusion, namely
standing groups of pedestrians and
moving pedestrians who do not keep
to the left.

“I suggest that the ccuncil should
place the matter before the Police
Department and request their co-
operation and action, as it is im-
possible for me to attend to both
vehicular and pedestrian traffic.”

Cr. M. 1. Spence suggested that
“Keep to the Left” signs should be
erected on the streets.

The Mayor (Mr T. W. Hercock)
remarked that the police had been
approached in the past but seemed
reluctant to take action.

It was decided to suggest that
the traffic inspector should make
use of a loud speaker on late shop-
ping night whenever possible in
order to instruct pedestrians in the
correct use of the footpaths.

AIDING PRIMARY
- PRODUCTION

SCHEMF PROPOSED
AT NAPIER

WAR MEASURE

County Councils’ Aid
Enlisted

A suggestion that the Government
should enlist the services of county
Councils in increasing primary pro-
ductions throughout the country re-
ceived considerable support when it
was brought forward by Mr R. Sun-
derland at the annual meeting of the
Hawke’s Bay A. and P. Society, held
yesterday at Napier.

“So far the Government's efforts
to get this thing going have been
rather paltry,” said Mr Sunderland.
“Primary Production Councils have
been set up, and no doubt they are
doing what they can. But the
county councils are really the bodies
to handle such matters.”

Each riding member could set up
a committee in his own district,
with himself as chairman, and know-
ing every farmer and farm in the
locality the committee could work
most efficiently. Many farms were
not producing nearly at full capac-
ity because they lacked labour, fin-
ance or implements. All these cases
could be investigated and assistance
arranged.

Haphazard Methods.

Mr C. Douglas supported the
idea, which he considered some:-
thing of an inspiration. At the pre-
sent time many farmers were In-
creasing production, but it was be-
ing done haphazardly, and might
not be on the lines of what was re-
quired.

The difficulty seemed to be the
shortage of labour, said Mr C. Las:
sen, and that difficulty would prob-
ably become more acute as time
went on. Otherwise he thought
the idea a good one. )

The chairman, Mr C. K. White,
added that the Primary Production
Councils were more or less waiting
for the farmers to approach them
for advice, but the riding members
would be able to look up the farm-
ers themselves. )

The labour problem was certainly
a difficult one, for there were many
farm hands now on Public Works.

A voice: They all are.

Full Text of Motion.

It was decided to forward the sug-
gestion to the Prime Minister in the
following terms:

“That this meeting of members of
the Hawke's Bay Agricultural and
Pastoral Society respectfully sug-
gests to the Prime Minister for the
consideration of his Government as
a means of securing immediate in-
creased primary production in the
Dominion, that steps should be
taken to secure the services of the
County Councils to that end. They
would point out that these Councils
are composed of leading farmers
both large and small—each member
represents a riding and is acquaint-
ed practically with every farm and
farmer in his district and if he form-
ed a small sub-committee in his rid-
ing with himself as chairman that
section of the organisation would be
comnlete.

“The county councils already have
the organisation and the clerical
staff to deal with finance and labour,
and given the support of the Gov-
ernment, particularly the Depart-
ments of Agriculture and Labour,
the increase in the growth of food
for humans, animals and birds
would soon be made enormous.

‘“Members are of the opinion that
all farmers, including the county
council members are most anxious
to do their utmost for the E£mpire,
but they must be shown what to
do, and assisted in the doing; they
must know that their work is on a
proper organised basis through the
country. Members realise that no
question of profit arises, but help
with finance and labour is definitely
required for the extra work under-
taken. This organisation (the
county councils) which we already
have, if made use of, would at once
show wonderful results. The time
is short, and the matter urgent.”

Decorations Won
By N.Z. Pilots

TWELVE AWARDS

More Than 70 Men
Lost In Action

In the quickened tempo of the
war in Europe, New Zealanders
who are serving with the Royal Air
Force continuc to play a prominent
part, and a summary of casualty
lists since September reveals the
gallant sacrifices they are making
in the cause of the Allies. It is
estimated that at least 500 New
Zealanders are members of bomber,
fighter, and reconnaissance squad-
rons based in France and England.

Since the outbreak of war more
than 70 New Zealand pilots have
been reported as killed, missing, cx
missing and believed killed. Some
of these were fatally injured in air-
craft accidents, but the majority
failed to return from air operations
against the enemy. In addition, at
least seven officers and men have
been seriously injured, and a fur-
ther four have been stated to be
either prisoners of war or to be in-
terned.

Pilots Decorated

New Zealand pilots have been
conspicuous for their gallantry.
There have been 10 awards of the
Distinguished Flying Cross to offi-
cers, while another pilot was award-
ed the Distinguished Service Order
for service in Palestine, and a cor-
poral from Picton won the Distin-
guished Flying Medal.

Flight-Lieutenant Alan Deere,
Wanganui, was awarded the D.F.C.
for gallantry in action and was pro-
moted from flying officer. Two of
the decorated pilots, Pilot-Officer K.
N. Gray, Gisborne, and Flying-Offi-
cer E. J. Kain, Wellington, have
since lost their lives.

WILL BE RESUMED
NEXT MONTH

Twelve Days To United
' Kingdom

By Telegraph—Press Assoclation.
WELLINGTON, June 24.

The Postmaster-General (the Hon.
P. C. Webb) said to-day that he had
received telegraphic advice from
the United States Post Office De-
partment at Washington that the
trans-Pacific air service would be
resumed next month.

The first flight is scheduled to
commence at San Francisco on July
12 and to terminate at Auckland on
July 17.

The return trip will commence at
Auckland on July 20 and San Fran-
cisco will be reached on July 24.

The Minister said that he under-
stood that the service would be
operated on a fortnightly basis, in-
termediate steps being Noumea,
Canton Island and Honolulu.

Postage rates on letters from New
Zealand have been fixed as follows:
Per 30z., New Caledonia 1/-, Canton
Island 1/9, Hawaii 2/6, United States
4/-. The rates for postcards are half
these rates and include any despatch
given by surface transport.

The rates quoted for the United
States include despatch on United
States internal air services.

Rates have also been fixed for the
use of other services which are
available in conjunction with the
New Zealand-United States service
in conjunction with the United
States and New Caledonian Post

Offices.
First Flight

Arrangements are being made
for all letters carried on the first
flight to be «distinctively marked
with a rubber stamp and for letters
to be back-stamped at the stops, ex-
cept at Canton Island. Return cov-
ers will be accepted for forwarding
on the first flight to Noumea, Hono-
lulu or San Francisco for return by
surface mail without extra charge.

“The regular operation of the
trans-Pacific service should prove a
valuable extension to the overseas
air mail communications ef the Do-
minion,” the Minister concluded.
“Particularly during the suspension
of the United Kingdom-Egypt sec-
tion of the Empire air service owing
to war conditions.

“It is expected that letters sent by
trans-Pacific air route to the United
Kingdom will occupy about twelve
days in transit.”

Hastings
Policemen Fell A
Poplar Tree

Four Hours' Work Brought
A Hundred-Foot Giant
To Earth

Winter Firewood

A recent tree-felling exploit of
four Hastings constables proyides
the basis of a story which is being
retailed in certain quarters about
town. It happened on a day last
week, when four stalwarts equipped
with a surprising variety of axes,
wedges, saws and a maul set forth
and assailed a mighty Lombardy
poplar not six miles from Hastings.

It is true that none was an ac-
complished woodsman used to the
tall timbers, but the four reckoned
that the sum total of their know-
ledge would lay low the giant with-
out loss of life or limb to them-
selves. Axes were whetted, palms
moistened in the approved fashion,
and chopping began at a tempo
which threatened to bring the pop-
lar crashing to earth in a matter of
minutes.

But it was an old, old poplar,
thick of bole and tough as poplars
go, after the choppers’ initial en-
ergy is done. Axes were thrown
aside for the saw, which was used
in relays by the perspiring con-
stables. A climax was reached when
the saw jammed and neither strong

language nor the 30-stone weight of

two policemen would budge the
blade deep in the trunk of that old
poplar.

Saw Removed

And so they resorted to wedges.
They were driven deeply into the
saw cut, until a terrific blow by a
constable with a nautical nom-de-
plume brought the head tumbling
from the maul. Axes were re-
quisitioned to hammer the wedges
home, but the saw blade remained
immovable. The party then found
that the blade could be removed by
the simple expedient of unscrewing
one of its handles and drawing it
free from the tree by that means.

Getting the wedges into the tree
was one thing, but removing them
was another matter altogether.
Perhaps it is better not to dwell on
the scene in which the wedges were
cut from the tree, greatly to the de-
triment of one of the axes.

After several hours’ solid work
with darkness drawing near, the
tall poplar seemed no rearer falling
than when the party had first at-
tacked it. There were telephone
wires and a fence possibly endan-
gered by the falling tree, as well
as a persistent horse which courted
violent death by straying near the
scene of operations. It was obvious
that the poplar had to be brought
down before night.

A Fresh Assault

Caution thrown to the winds, not
caring which way the giant fell
‘“just as long as the dashed thing
falls,” the wearied men assaulted
their foe afresh. They did not Know
which way the tree would fall.
They did not care greatly. But
they agreed that if they sprinted
150 feet in any one direction when
the end came they would be safe.

Presaged by a sound like the
crack o' doom, the giant fell in the
dusk of the early evening, four
hours after the first blow was
struck. The horse was safe, the
telephone wires stood untouched,
the fence was still erect; but where
was the fourth member of the
party? Fearfully they searched un-
der the great trunk, amid smashed
foliage thrust deep into the earth.
A creaking fence and a far-off voice
banished their fears. It was Num-
ber Four returning from a swift
sprint.

It was dark when they returned
to Hastings, with dulled axes,
chipped wedges, and a broken maul.

INTERESTING FIGURES

Hawke's Bay Fruitgrowers'
Association

The increasing output of the
Hawke’s Bay Fruitgrowers’ Associa-
tion’s Havelock North research orch-
ard was revealed at a.meetmg of
the committee, over which Mr J. H.
Milne presided. In the }937-38 sea-
son® 1344 bushels of fruit was pro-
duced, while in the following year
the total reached 2071 bushels. The
increase continued last season, the
yield amounting to 2657 b_ushels. It
is expected that finality in regard
to an extension of the orchard lease
will be arrived at shortly, and that
satisfactory terms will be arranged.

e War Effort

An informal discussion regarding
possible ways of assisting the coun-
trv's war effort suggested the possl-
bilities of poultry, pigs and sugar
beet being raised in this connection.

Matters concerning the Govern-
ment purchase scheme were also dis-
cussed and support given to a sug-
gestion that, in order to Ireduce
costs, woodwool be used in lieu of
apple wraps and pads. It was sug-
cected that only the actual cost of

VALUABLE WORK OF THE
NAPIER DENTAL CLINIC-"

very different.

The course of training for dental
nurses extended over two years,
said Miss Boland. The first year
was spent mainly in the study of
elementary dental science, and the
second in actual practice in opera-
tive work. It was hoped that within
a few years the Government would
attain its objective of giving every
child dental treatment, and at the
present time the output of nurses
was about 70 annually.

Referring to the Napier clinic, the
speaker said that the Government
contributed the nurses, eguipment
and material, but the local residents
had the responsibility of providing
other incidentals. In Napier a fee
of 5/- per child per annum was
levied, but for some reason the
fees were very slow to come in.

Any child whose parents were
genuinely unable to find this sum
could be exempted, but in other
cases if the fee were not paid for
one year the child was not eligible
for further treatment.

At first the Napier clinic provided
only for town children, but its work
had now been extended to embrace
a good part of the country area.
Four nurses were now employed,
and it was the intention gradually
to extend the service among coun-
try children.

Last year 1500 children each re-
ceived two treatments at the Napier
clinic.

Instruction Given

The nurses paid regular visits to
the schools and gave the children
instruction in ~voper diets to be fol-
lowed in order to prevent dental de-
cay, and in this respect with the
co-operation of the parents a great
deal could be accomplished. This
aspect of the work was stressed, be-
cause prevention was always better
than cure.

“New Zealand has led the world
in this work, and parents should be
proud of it and take a proper inter-
est in it,” said the sneaker.

Miss Boland concluded by inviting
any Rotarians ‘~*~r~s5ted t> attend
and witp~~~ €-~ <*-amselves the
working of the clinic.

TRIP TO AUCKLAND

BOB DERRETT was on Menschi-

koff when he went to Auckland
to beat his stable-mate Field Battery
in the G.N. Foal Stakes by three
lengths. In that race the pair were
not bracketed on the totalisator, a
rule made by the A.R.C. only for the
Stead horses, who were having such
a run in the classics that betting had
become negligible.

In the Royal Stakes Jenkins was
in the saddle and the colt was beaten
into second place by the Karamu
horse Renown, that brilliant son of
Dreadnought who had won the
A.R.C. Railway Handicap with 8.11,
Tlbs. over w.f.a. and the G. N. Derby
at the meeting. Renown also scored
in the Wellington Cup that month.

Then began a winning sequence
that was made brilliant and finally
brought to a conclusion by his great
stable-mate Cruciform, one of the
best fillies ever raced in the Colonies.

IN TOP FORM

He
won the Wellesley Stakes by six
lengths from Indian Queen and beat
Cruciform in a like manner in the
Wellington Stakes, L. H. Hewitt
having these two rides.

A. McKay rode the colt to a three-
lengths victory over the St. Leger
filly in the Middle Park Plate and he
again beat Cruciform decisively in
the seven furlongs Champion Plate.

At Dunedin he continued to carry
all before him. He had no trouble
in disposing of Sir George Clifford’s
colt Windwhistle in the Champagne
Stakes, and he had a walk-over in
the Railway Plate. On the final day
of the meeting he easily beat Gold-
spur in the Wingatui Stakes.

Cruciform, like many fillies, was
not at her best until the autumn and
this she proved by turning the
tables on her former conqueror at
the C.J.C. Easter gathering. In
the Champagne Stakes she beat
Menschikoff by three lengths and
there was a length between them in
the Challenge Stakes.

CLASH WITH NONETTE
I\IENSCHIKOFF wound up the

season with an eightlengths
win over Nonette in the North
Island Challenge Stakes, his record
then reading: 15 starts for 11 first,
four seconds and £2420 in stakes.

Chantijlly was the name first
claimea for Nonette, but it was un-
der the latter designation that he
made his debut in the Avondale
Stakes.

The spring of 1901 found Menschi-
koff as brilliant as ever. Ilis first
outing at that age was in the
Hawke’s Bay Guineas in which he
beat the more seasoned Nonette by
five lengths. This race was an ex-
cellent pipe-opener for the N.Z.
Derby and he downed Cruciform
again, a length separating them in
what was then record time for the
race.

(101b over w.fa.) from the N.Z. Cup
winner Tortulla (9.3) and Bedding-
ton (7.12). Back at Ellerslie again
at Easter he scored a brilliant win
in the important AR.C. Easter
Handicap by a head from Highland-
er (7.6), Hohoro (9.10) and a great
field, carrying his field 9.11 (191b
over w.f.a.) like the champion he
was.

In the Century Stakes he scored a
comfortable win over Tortulla and
Beddington, but with 10.6 in the Aut-
umn Handicap on the concluding
day he was beaten out of a place by
Matamataharakiki (6.7), Beddington
(8.2) and Rosella (9.4).

This concluded the hardest season
ever allotted a three-year-old in New
Zealand, his 13 starts being for eight
first, three seconds, one third and
one unplaced, his stake earnings be-
ing £3935.

ON THE DOWN-GRADE
THE following spring Nonette was
set for the N.Z. Cup, but the
heart of this great horse was broken
and he failed in his objective with
9.9 in the saddle. His first outing of
the season was at Ashburton, when
he carried 9.13 in the Ashburton
Cup to run second to Welbeck (7.7),
and the second day he ran dead-heat
for first with 10.2 in the Tinwald

Handicap with Welbeck (8.6).

The following week he failed at
Riccarton in the N.Z. Cup won by
Halberdier (8.0) from Welbeck (7.4),
and Canteen (7.9) and he did not
race again that season.

As a five-year-old he showed a
glimpse of his old brilliance by
carrying 9.11 home first in the
A.R.C. Birthday Handicap by two
lengths from Thtty (3.0) and Dol-
ores (7.8) but he was unplaced in
the Ascot Handicap, won by Rosella
(8.5), unplaced in the A.R.C. Handi-
cap with 9.5, won by Hohoro (9.0),
and unplaced in the Summer Cup
with 10.0, the winner being that
brilliant staying filly Gladsome, who
had only 7.9.

Nonette was then sold to Mr E.
Stevenson and was not raced in the
next season. As a seven-year-old,
however, he was produced in the
spring at Bulls but was twice un-
placed. Out of the money again at
Awapuni, he ran second the second
day to Exmoor and with 8.8 chased
Mussel (7.5) home in the Ashhurst
Cup. He won the Rangitikei Cup
with 8.0 irom Submarine and Rapa
and took the'Greatford Stakes the
second day.

That was his last success, though
he ran third in the Foxton Cup with
9.6 to Bourrasque (7.7) and Kuroki
(7.8) and third in the President’s
Handicap the second day to Sub-
marine and Cavulet. He ran un-
placed in Bourrasque's Egmont Cup
and Glenullin’s Atkinson’s Mermorial
while his last appearance on the
Turf was in the Wangecnui Cup won
by Boomerang.

Thus ended a notable racing car-
eer, his 41 starts being for 18 firsts
eight seconds and four thirds, stakes
won being £5995. Nonette was then
sold to an Australian syndicate and
went to the Stud at Queensland. He
sired many winners, but never an-
other Nonette, even as Menschikoff
failed to nroduce another of his
calibre.
