GRIM RUIN AT COVENTRY

- The King Spends Four Hours

With The

Homeless

To-night, despite the terrific devastation, the hum of the
war factories can still be heard. The city’s war effort is al-
most unimpaired. Tens of thousands of skilled workers, both

men and women, carried on t

hroughout the day and night.

Coventry’s three main streets are reduced to ruins and in

some places it is impossible to t

ell what was once roadway and

what was once shops and houses. The contours of the streets

are completely obliterated.
The King, accompanied by
'(the Hon. Herbert Morrison)

the Minister of Home Security
spent over four hours.in Cov-

entry to-day. The King was everywhere greeted by cheering

crowds and cries of “God Save

You. Thank you for coming.”

His Majesty talked to people
being done for the many hun-

dreds who had lost their homes.

Correspondents  declared _ that]|
nothing at Madrid, in Finland, or|
even in London could compare withI
Coventry’s devastation. All are|
agreed that it is impossible to des-:
cribe the spirit of the people. War-
dens reported no panic and no hys-
teria throughout the night. A cordon
was drawn around the city to pre-
vent the influx of the curious.

Coventry’s casualties are reported
to be 200 killed and 800 injured. The
dead include five wardens and seven
firemen. Eighteen were killed in one
public shelter.

The spire of Coventry Cathedral
to-day stood as a sentinel over a
grim scene of destruction after the
all-night raid. The cathedral was
little more than a skeleton. It was
impossible to walk the streets in the
centre of the city or the suburbs
this morning without seeing either
damage or sheer devastation.
Groups of refugees throughout the
day thronged the roads leading from

vastated homes in the hope of|
reaching billets in the open country
before the blackout.

Food Pours In

Mobile canteens throughout the
day performed magnificent work in
helping to.feed the homeless. Com-
forts are pouring into the city from
towns and villages for miles around.

The firemen battled all night
against tremendous odds. The rain
of bombs damaged the gas, electric-
ity and water mains. Shortage of
water forced firemen to dynamite
buildings to prevent the spread of
the flames.

The Minister of' Home Security
(the Hon. Herbert Morrison) arriv-
ed a few hours after the raid and
toured the wrecked city. He said
that local autHorities were taking
full and prompt measures (o deal
with the emergency.

“The people of Coventry regard
this as a nasty business,” he said,
“but they realise that it would be a
thousand times worse if Hitler ever
came here. Such action can only re-

sult in' greater determination to put
gvetrything possible into the war ef.
ort.”

The demolished buildings include
two clubs, five cinemas, most of the
central hotels and hundreds of shops
and business premises. Hundreds of
suburban houses are flattened and
}housands have been rendered home:-
ess.

A council house eontaining police
headquarters was almost the only
building of any size within half a
mile of the centre of the city.

In the early hours of to-day
thousands of weary children trudg-
ed from the city carrying salvaged
goods and pushing perambulators,

;carts and bicycles laden with their

meagre possessions.

Oddly enough, many of the Eliza-
bethan half-timbered houses with-
stood the bomb blasts whereas mod-
ern buildings collapsed.

Many = public ' shelters received
direct hits, causing heavy casualties,
but hundreds of shelters in the sub-
urbs stood up, saving thousands of
lives.

Within the city a few battered
shops reopened at the usual time.
Those irreparably damaged display-
ed remnants of goods on the foot-
paths, trading going on while fire-
men a few yards away battled to
subdue the fires and rescue squads
toiled to release those who had been
tranped.

Red Tape Cut

Local agents of the Ministry of
food cut out the red tape, enabling
the people to obtain food supplies
without ration cards. »

The Lord Mayor of London has
sent £10,000 from the distress fund
for the relief of sufferers.

“The Times,” in a leader, says:
“The Government rightly concealed
neither the name of the city nor the
gravity of the damage because the
public will be glad of the chance to
express their pity and admiration
for the sufferers and the ordeal they
heroically endured.”

’planes attempted to raid London
this afternoon, but fighters turned
back half of them over the Kent
coast. A battle developed over Kent,
but 50 of the raiders had reached
the outskirts of London before an-
other large fighter formation inter-
cepted them and drove them to the
Channel.

The official Soviet Tass Agency
to-day denies American reports of
a Japanese-Soviet agreement defin-
ing spheres of influence in the Far
East and binding the Soviet to cease
assistance to the Chungking Gov-
ernment. The agency declares:
“These reports do not correspond
with reality.”

The Moscow radio also denies a
Japanese report that Russia and
Japan have agreed on spheres of in-
fluence in the Far East. No discus-
sions have ever taken place on the
subject, says the radio.

Authoritative circles in Tokyo in-
dicate that the Japanese Govern-
ment was hoping that M. Molotov’s
conversations in Berlin would expe-
dite the conclusion of a Russo-Jap-
anese pact.

An explosive bomb

ent states that a major battle ap-
pears to be developing on the entire
length of the front, on four-fifths of
which the Greeks are fighting on
enemy soil. The Italians are retiring
in an orderly fashion from the
Epirus sector in view of the encirc-
ling movement from the central sec-
tor.

The Greeks are developing two
pushes in the Koritza region. Kor-
itza can now receive supplies only
by the partly finished military road
along the Devoli river from Elbasau.

The Greeks have  occupied posi-

tions commanding Liaskovik and
have reoccupied Delvinaki- in the
push towards Argyrokastron. This

thrust seriously threatens the flank
of the Italians of the Kalamas river
sector, the Italians retiring from
positions occupied in the first four
days of the war

Italian Reinforcements

This southern drive is important
because the route towards Argyro-
kastron and Valona is not fortified
although the terrain is most
difficult.

The Italians are moving up to the
front troops from all parts of
Albania, including some from the
Yugoslav borders, because they a-e
apparently unable to maintain their
drafts of troops through the bat-
tered’ ports.

The Greeks captured at bayonet
point part of Mount Ivan, a 6000-
foot peak north-east - of Koritza,
which it dominates. The Greeks took
10 Italian large-calibre guns.

Koritza is very important not
only because it is the largest town
in south Albania with a population

of 30,000, but also because it is the

centre. of communications. Its cap-
ture offers the Greeks an entrance
route to Elbasan, the strategic
centre of Albaria.

Koritza Shelled

The Greeks intensively shelled
Koritza, killing 23 and wounding 70.

The Greeks have withdrawn their
outposts in the most northerly sec-
tors to new mountain strongholds.
No fighting occurred during their
withdrawal, which in some parts
was 10 miles.

British and Greek ’planes con-
tinued to attempt to put out of
action Valona and Durres for the
purpose of facilitating the isolation
of the Italians in Albania. Bombs
are reported to have killed 15 and
wounded six at Valona and Kkilled
one and wounded six at Durres,
where an Italian ship was hit.

Fifteen Italian bombers raided the
Ionian coast, Kkilling three and

four and wounding 13 at Preveza.

They also bombed other ports on the
Gulf of Arta and Patras.

tions open.

It is significantly pointed.out that
Durazzo, the Albanian port which
has lately been the object of Allied
attentions, is said to handle 80 per
cent. of the stores entering from
Italy.

New Army Posts

Regarding General Soodu’s recent
appointment, it is noted that he has
divided his forces into two armies,
one of which is commanded by Gen-
eral Vercellino, formerly command-
er of the mechanised army, and
the other by General Geloso, one-
time general officer commanding in
Albania.

Figures supplied by the Postmas-
ter-General (the Hon. R. C. Webb)
indicate that, if there. is = any
complaint. from the Dominion’s
fighting forces overseas of lack of
news or comforts from their homes,
the fault does not lie with their cor-
respondents in this country or with
the New Zealand Post Office.

Since the beginning of the year,
over 400 tons of mail matter for the
troops has been  dispatched from
New Zealand, the volume practic-
ally doubling itself each quarter.
The actual weights are:

The handling of this large volume
of mail matter, in addition to the
Department’s ordinary mail work
has, of course, necessitated careful
organisation. Mails for the over-
seas forces are dealt with in a spec-
ial section of the Post Office at each
of the four centres, and the sorting
of the letters, newspapers and par-
cels at this end is done in such a
manner as to expedite delivery upon
their arrival at the Army Base Post
Offices overseas.

CAMPAIGN

Total On The Increase

ADDITION TO THE
WAR FUNDS

Last week a considerable forward
move in the National Savings Cam-
paign ‘was made when it was an-
nounced that receipts in National
Savings Investment Accounts and
from the sale of National Savings
Bonds had reached a quarter of a
million pounds. The total has now
risen to over £330,000 and, with the
steady increases apparent from day
to day, a valuable addition to war
funds will undoubtedly accrue.

On more than one occasion the
question has been ‘asked as  to
whether these moneys are to be

used exclusively for war purposes
and the answer given has been de-
finitely in the affirmative. "The
Treasury, which is controlling the
scheme, indicates that every penny
subscribed, whether from the sale
of National Savings Bonds or by de-
posit in National Savings Accounts,
goes direct to the War Expenses
Account. !

Even
the strongest fabrics, the most pow-
erful lastretch, were never intended
for such misuse. The foundation
garment is not yet made that will
support practically the whole weight
of a woman’s torso as she slumps
down into it—and not lose its shape.

If we would double the lives of
our foundations, and wear them
with comfort to the end, we must
do our part. We must rest the gar-
ment, launder it regularly, and take
care that our posture is good. It
would be an excellent thing if we
grew up to the credo of so many
American women—*“Stand tall, walk
tall, sit tall.”

THE VOTING IN WAIPAWA.

The by-election for Waipawa is over and the new Mem-
bgr for the district is Mr C. G. E. Harker. An untried can-
didate is not always successful in entering Parliament at his
first attempt, and Mr Harker is to be congratulated on the
ﬁght he put up and on the decisive majority he scored over
his opponent. The new Member should be an acquisition to
th_e ranks of the Opposition. He is an effective speaker, and
with more experience will develop into a vigorous debater.

Although the final returns are not yet available, the
figures are sufficiently complete for analysis and for a com-
parison with the voting in 1938. The surprising feature of
the election is that although the Nationalist vote is smaller
‘ghan it was two years ago, the Nationalist majority has
jumped from 446 to more than 1600. When all the absentee
and soldiers’ votes are counted it will be larger still.

Since the last election, the number of persons entitled to
vote has increased from 10,300 to about 11,000. The weather
was fine and there was no excuse for a light poll. Yet it would
appear that 2500 or more electors failed to record their
votes. The most feasible explanation of this defection, which
reduced Mr Christie’s total from 4624 in 1938 to 2974 plus his
share of the absentee and soldiers’ votes, is that the members
of the Democratic Labour Party stayed at home. Mr Lee
threatened to split the Labour Party, and as far as Waipawa
is concerned he has certainly made his influence felt.

The significance of Saturday’s vote will not be lost on
the Government, nor, for that matter, on the Opposition.
Nationalists were naturally elated on Saturday night as the
returns were announced, but if our interpretation of the
figures is correct, there has been no serious reaction against
the Socialist policy of the Government. Rather has the Gov-
ernment been rebuffed for not being sufficiently advanced to
please the extremists in the Labour movement. It is a dis-
quieting situation and one that must lead to considerable mis-
givings about the future.

The Democratic Labour party has announced its inten-
tion of contesting every seat at the next General Election. The
People’s Movement, which has yet to assume serious propor-
tions, harbours a similar ambition, and it is hard to say what
will be the result of four sets of candidates submitting them-
selves to the electors.

Having been warned, the Government will no doubt take
steps to meet the position, and Parliament may be asked to
amend the Electoral Act to provide for preferential voting.
The system is by no means ideal, and sometimes produces un-
expected complications. Bargaining for second preference
votes does not add dignity or credit to the conduct of an elec-
tion, but self preservation is the first law of nature, and when
a political party is fighting for its life the end can easily be
made to justify the means.

THE BOMBING OF COVENTRY.

Since the bombing of St. Paul’s in the height of the Ger-
man air onslaught on London, there has been no news from
Great Britain to inspire such horror and anger as the story
of the murderous attack on the Warwickshire city of Coven-
try. It is the old tale: the enemy ’planes were kept at a
tremendous height by the defensive barrage, and so they
loosed their bombs indiscriminately over the streets and
houses of the city. The result is a composite picture of devas-
tation. Streets have been wiped out; the beautiful cathedral
hals1 _been destroyed; and the total number of casualties is ap-
palling.

True to their tradition in war, the German airmen seem
to have been singularly successful in missing military object-
ives—and there are many in the Coventry area—and have
created most havoc in what may be termed the civilian
quarters of the city. No doubt the destruction of the Three
Spires, which have made Coventry a landmark on the Mid-
land plain for centuries, is regarded in Germany as a major
war operation, but the fact remains that the most notable
achievement of the Luftwaffe in the Midlands, as in London,
has been the destruction of property and a tragic increase in
the human suffering already caused directly by Germany’s
war.

There are several deductions to be drawn from the at-
tack on Coventry. The most obvious is that the Axis was
compelled to do something to offset the disaster suffered by
Italy during the week. German air operations over London
have become steadily more difficult and more costly, and
therefore the Midlands, which is known the world over as a
manufacturing centre, was a fairly logical choice for a full-
strength attack.

But the reasons for the move probably go deeper than
this, and the simplest explanation is that the leaders of Ger-
many, faced with the immediate approach of the second
winter of a war which, as they have told the German people
on innumerable occasions, has long been virtually ended,
feel compelled to produce some tangible result for the enor-
mous losses the Nazi air force has suffered since the com-
mencement of the blitzkrieg against Britain.

At the same time, the bombardment of Coventry may be
taken as a German admission that the ceaseless British raids
on Germany and Italy are hurting a great deal more than the
dictators bargained for when they launched their total war.
But retaliation is a dangerous game for the enemy to play,
and Dr Goebbels will be hard put to it to prove that the
bombing of Coventry cancels out the crippling of the Italian

HIS VESSEL HASTILY

Ship Set On Fire And Scuttled To

Escape Warship That
Was Not British

(United Press Association—Copyright.)
(Received November 17, 11.10 p.m.)

TAMPICO, Nov. 16.

It is reported that a ship is burning fiercely in the Gulf
of Mexico at the mouth of the Panuco River. Watchers on

the shore believe it to be the

freighter Phrygia (4000 tons)

which was one of four German merchant ships which sudden-
ly left Tampico to-night. The other three ships, the Orinoco,
Rhein and Idawald, returned to their anchorage in the Panuco
River after it had been reported that a British warship inter-

cepted the Phrygia.

Since gunfire was not heard it is he-

lieved that the burning ship was set on fire by its own crew.

The German captains of the Idar-
wald and the Rhein alleged ‘under
oath that four destroyers, presum-
ably British or Canadian, pursued
them inside - Mexican territorial
waters. One captain said that a de-
stroyer signalled demanding his
surrender and then chased him to
within two miles of the coast. The
other asserted that a warship tried
to intercept him but the Mexican
gunboat Queretaro interfered,

“The vessels acted a little too
hastily,” commented a B.B.C. broad-
cast. “The vessels they presumed to

be British were United States war-:

ships' on neutrality patrol in‘ the
South Atlantic and the signals
picked up were directed to a British
merchantman.”

It is thought that the German
ships had a rendezvous with a
raider in the Caribbean. -

TARANTO DAMAGE
INSPECTED

THREE BATTLESHIPS
CRIPPLED

ITALY’S LOSSES

British Officlal Wireless.
(Received November 16, 12.45 p.m.)
RUGBY, Nov, 15.

Further reconnaissance of the
Ttalian naval base of Taranto has
established with certainty that
three battleships were crippled dur-
ing the attack by the Fleet Air Arm
on the night of November 11-12,
states an official Admiralty com-

" munique issued to-day.

Efforts are being made to salvage
the battleship of the Littorio class
(35,000 tons) which was previously
seen to have its forecastle under
water and a heavy list to starboard.
Auxiliary and salvage vessels are
lying alongside on both sides of the
ship, and nets have been laid all
round for her protection. Pumping
fs in progress. The bows of the
ship have been raised, and she now
has a list to port.

Two Aground

The reconnaissance confirms that
two battleships of the Cavour class
(23,000 tons) are aground. One is
beached, and an auxiliary vessel is
lying alongside. Nets have been
laid all round for the protection of
the ship.

The second Cavour-class battle-
ship appears to have been aband-
oned. She is lying over to star-
board, with only the forward part
of her upperworks above water.

The pilot of one reconnaissance
aircraft has reported that four ships
can be seen under the water off the
entrance to the graving dock in the
inner harbour. !

The comparative losses sustained
at sea and in the air by the British
and Italians are the subject of
authoritative comment in London,
where it is pointed out that, since
Italy entered the war, Britain has
lost only one light -cruiser, the
Calypso, one destroyer escort, and
three submarines in engagements
with Italians.

. Italy’s Losses

Ttaly has suffered severe damage
to three battleships, lost one cruiser
and had two others badly damaged.
Ten Italian destroyers have been
sunk, as well as 24 submarines. One
submarine depot ship, one store
ship, and two fleet auxiliaries also
have been damaged.

Italian

Three battleships put out of action.
One cruiser sunk, two badly dam-
aged.
10 destroyers sunk.
24 submarines sunk or crippled.
One supply ship sunk.
Two fleet auxiliaries sunk.

In the air, Britain has lost 41
aeroplanes over the Mediterranean
and East Africa, while four Fleet
Air Arm machines also have been
destroyed. )

The Italians have lost 13 aircraft
over Britain. In the Mediterranean
and East Africa fighting, the R.A.F.
has destroyed 233 Italian aeroplanes
in the air and 118 on the ground,
while 72 have been damaged. Ita-
lian victims of the Navy’s guns
and the Fleet Air Arm are not in-
cluded in these -figures.

Nine-to-one Losses

The Italian Air Force in combat
with the R.A.F, has therefore suf-
fered losses of approximately nine
to one, the R.A.F. losing 41 ma-
chines and the Italians 364.

During the period from Novem-
ber:8 to November 13 in the Medit-
erranean, aircraft of the Fleet Air
Arm, besides dealing their crippling
blow at the Italian Fleet at Taranto,
destroyed seven enemy aircraft and
damaged two others.

Every mneswpaper correspondent
still at Moscow knows that his work
is entirely valueless, writes Mr
Gedye. It is even misleading, for he
is able to present only that version
of events which the Soviet authori-
ties desire to be accepted abroad.
Since January 1 it has been impos-
sible for any foreign correspondent
(other than the Germans) to com-
municate freely with his paper. Cor-
respondents are allowed to sum-
marise only such portions of the
Moscow statements as it is thought
desirable for the outside world to
know. Except for the Germans,
they are prevented from telephaning
abroad. It is no wonder that, while
other newspaper representation at
Moscow is rapidly decreasing under
the censorship — the London
“Times,” among other papers, is
closing its Moscow bureau—the
Germans’ has increased by 250 per
cent. since last summer.

Appeal for Pots and Pans

Of course, with the news of the
closing of the “New York Times”
offices the usual horde of eager pur-
chasers, foreign and Russian, which
descends like a swarm of locusts on
the home of any departing stranger
was appearing day and night to
buy anything and everything, from
worn-out shoes and shirts to blan-
kets, towels, tins of sardines, shav-
ing soap and ski boots. The wife of
an extremely important ambassador
made a fervent appeal for kitchen
pots and pans—*“literally any old
things”—and was undeterred on be-
ing told that mine consisted largely
of ancient and rusty coffee tins.

For the same reason a
second-hand upright piano com-
mands double the price among the
“Soviet millionaires” that a grand
will fetch—if the latter is saleable at
all.

The present Soviet censorship is
far more severe than any of the
countries now at war or the Soviet
Union itself ever experienced. As
far as real news of the country is
concerned, newspapers and agencies
—as the remaining foreign corre-
spondents still left Kkicking their
heels at Moscow would fervently
agree—might as well have closed
down the day it started.

I think one powerful motive was
knowledge of the approaching grave
economic crisis and food shortage
that broke out a few weeks after
the censorship started. Another pow-
erful motive was fear of Germany,
which was making trouble about
any news or comments that did not
suit her book.

_There was certainly the Soviet de-
sire to suppress all facts concerning
industrial and agricultural short-
comings and comments that might
impair the picture of an immensely
powerful and prosperous State
which it was desired to present
aboard. But the main motive was a
desire to suppress anything likely
still further to decrease the vanish-
ing support of the working masses
and Left intellectuals throughout
the world.

The four-month Soviet Press cam-
paign against the western democ-
racies, who were officially labelled
the ‘‘aggressors,” and the one-sided
application to them of the charge of
conducting an ‘“imperialist war,”
with the implication that the Ger-
man “people” had been assaulted by
a handful of Anglo-French imperial-
istic plutocrats, had its inevitable re-
action among millions of British and
French anti-Fascist workers, fight-
ing for their very lives against the
threat of enslavement by the Fas-
cist terror of the Nazis supported by
that of Italy. If the Soviets were
sailing in the lee of the enemy
armadas to whom they were fur-
nishing supplies, then these work-
ers were not going to turn a hair
whatever guns might be trained on
the Soviets. Hence the urgent ne-
cessity for Moscow of preventing
anything, emanating from Russia
that might militate further against
her good name with the workers of
the world.

Shortage of Food

What was and is to-day censored
in the Soviet Union? The first big
story suppressed was the grave
shortage of food, especially bread,
last January. In the capital we suf-
fered enough from these shortages.
The mass of Soviet citizens suffered
far worse, and even their inexhaus-
tible patience seemed near an end.
In street cars and on the subway
one could hear ominous mutterings:
“We know too well what famine
means; we don’t want all that back
again.”

The temper of the masses was not
improved by whispered echoes of
the German trumpetings that the
Soviets were supplying them with
a million tons of cereals, nor by the
sight that Moscow had seen for
months and now sees again, of the
nordes of official German visitors
plundering the food stores and mar-
kets of anything edible for dispatch
to their families in Germany.

Food was short in Moscow
throughout most of last winter. For
the few days that the bread supply
stopped the masses were frightened,
desperate and ready to believe the
very worst. The whole story, includ-
ing what appeared in the news-
papers and on the radio, was sup-
pressed by the censor.

Attracted Full Force Of

The arrival at home ports of the |
ships of convoy attacked by the
German raider makes it possible to
give some account of how the skill
and seamanship of the masters of
the merchant ships made such good
use of the breathing space given
them by the gallant action of the
armed merchant cruiser Jervis Bay
in instantly attacking the enemy
and concentrating attention on her-
self for a considerable time,
although hopelessly outranged.

There were actually 37 ships in
the convoy when it was first attack-
ed. It will be remembered that an
Admiralty communique stated that
one ship had dropped behind. Of
these.37 ships, 32 escaped, four were
sunk, 'and one is still unaccounted
for.

Sighted at 6 p.m.

On the afternoon of November 5,
the convoy, homeward bound, was
steaming on an easterly course in
fine, clear weather. Visibility was
excellent. The raider was sighted
about six pm. G.M.T. between seven
and ten miles away.

As soon as the hostile nature of
the approaching vessel had been as-
certained, the commodore in charge
of the convoy made a signal for the
convoy to alter course away from
the raider. Practically simultane-
ously, the raider opened fire, and the
first salvo fell in the middle of the
convoy, fortunately without hitting
any ship. Before the second salvo
was fired, the Jervis Bay went out
at her best speed towards the enemy
and, although hopelessly outgunned,
concentrated attention on herself.

Outraged

Several of the merchant ships
opened fire on the raider, but they
were seriously outranged. The mas-
ter, of one vessel, however, claimed
to have hit the enemy ship, but it is
not possible to substantiate his
claim.

Almost immediately after the. sig-
nal to alter course, the commodore
told the convoy to scatter and pro-
ceed at their best speed. This the
ships did, throwing out smoke-
screens and varying their move-
ments in a highly effective manner
which undoubtedly greatly hindered
the enemy and helped the merchant-
men to escape.

Seeking Fresh Victims
Having finished with the Jervis
Bay, the raider then worked around
the convoy to search for further vic-
tims. 'As he did so, the masters of
the ships watched him carefully and
by skilful manoeuvring and making
the maximum use of smoke-screens
they greatly widened the distance
between themselves and the enemy
ship and were able to escape.

A very gallant action much ad-
mired by the Navy was that of the
Swedish ship Storeholm, which,

although she had got clear of the|

raider, went back at great risk and
picked up 65 men of the Jervis Bay.

The merchant captains are loud
in their praises of the fine action of
the Jervis Bay, Captain Fegen and
the ship’s company in tackling the
raider and providing the convoy
with the opportunity to escape.

LONDON, Nov. 15
“Another blow was struck at Ber-

lin by the R.A.F. on Thursda‘y night,
The German radio admitted that it
was the heaviest yet delivered. The
four main railway stations all re-
ceived a severe pasting, large fires
being started in all four objectives.
An Air Ministry communique
states: - “Good weather and bright
moonlight favoured a heavy attack
on Berlin on Thursday night by air-
craft of the Bomber Command.
High-explosive bombs fell on and
around the Schlesischer station and

goods-yards. The rauway yards of
Putlitz-strasse and Lehrter stations
and the Anakleter station, in the
centre of the city, and at Templehof
were attacked. Fires were started. -

Ports and 'Dromes

“Attacks were also made on 26
enemy-occupied aerodromes and on
harbours and shipping in ports
ranging from Stavanger, in Norway,
to Lorient, in Britanny. |

“Ten of our aircraft are missing.”

Later reports of the attack on Ber-
lin show that, in addition to the
targets already mentioned, the Stet-
tiner station and railway-yards and
the power-stations at Wilmersdorf
and Charlottenburg were heavily
bombed.

At Hamburg, many fires' were
started. )

The Wilhelmsburg oil refinery and
an aeroplane factory at  Bremen
were attacked, and, during an attack
on an aerodrome at Rosendael, a
Messerschmitt-110 was shot down.

Heavy bombers of the R.AF.
reached Berlin shortly after dusk
and remained there for\ several
hours, making good use of the per-
fect weather. A full moon rose
early, and the sky was clear over
the city, with only here and there
a little haze. :

Great Damage

The main targets were the great
terminal railway stations and ex-
tensive goods-yards. Berlin is the
most important focal point in the
railways of Central Europe, and the
great damage done on Thursday
night will have increased the chaos
the R.AF. has already caused in the
German transport system. Such
damage to vital centres will affect
not only Germany herself, but also
her transport in the countries she
has overrun.

The first aircraft of a strong force
attacking the Stettiner railway sta-
tion made the work of their suc-
cessors even easier by setting the
area on fire with heavy bombs,
which in turn caused more fires and
further explosions. The conflagra-
gratien could be seen 30 miles away.
The pilots reported that they had
left the whole area a mass of flames.

The anti-aircraft fire was severe
and well-aimed, but one pilot was
able to come down at one point df
attack to under 1000 feet. -

Goods-yards between the Pots-
damer and Anhalter stations also
were attacked. Here bombs were
clearly seen bursting right on the
target. Soon afterwards, a pilot
was' able to report 12 fires.

Visibility Perfect

An even stronger force attacked
the Schlesicher station. Visibility!
was perfect, and a very large num-
ber of explosive and incendiary
bombs were systematically aimed at
the target.

Still later, a number of R.AF.
bombers were over Hamburg for
nearly an hour, attacking the
Rhenania Ossag mineral-oil works
with a large number of heavy
bombs. Fifteen bursts could clearly
be seen in the target area, and an
impressive explosion was followed
by a fire along the east side of the
target.

Shipping and docks at Ostend, Le
Havre and Lorient were raided by
bombers at intervals during the
night and the early hours of the
morning.

It comprised members of the Lith-
gow Trout Fishermen’s Association
and Professor Shellshear, of Sydney,
Dr L. May, of Chatswood, his son,
John, 18, and Mr H. Grimshaw, of
Sydney.

When armed men in the motor lorry
appeared, they said that a telephone
message had been received by the
Oberon police that the post-office
was being held up.

John May returned to camp
shortly after daylight. He explainel
that he had made a fire and gone
to sleep. Meanwhile, police had ar-
rived from Sydney with a ' blood-
hound to join in the search. .

Greater Credit
'\ Expansion

AUSTRALIAN SPEAKER

Mr J. Hogan At Napier
And Hastings

A system of greater credit expan-
sion was advocated by Mr John
Hogan, an Australian on a lecture
tour of New Zealand, addressing
audiences at Hastings on Saturday
night and at Napier last night. He
was enthusiastically received at
Hastings and a branch of the move-
ment may be established. His ad-
dress in the Sound Shell at Napier
was spoiled by the rain. Mr D. G.
Begley presided at Hastings and the
Mayor (Mr T. W. Hercock) at Na-
pier. ;
The First Steps

Proposals advanced for immediate
application in New Zealand, Mr
Hogan said, were not intended to be
a complete political policy to correct
everything that might be wrong or
faulty. They were the first steps to
be taken towards the achievement of
what he believed they all wanted.

The objective was to achieve and
.maintain the maximum employ-
ment of New Zealand's manpower
and resources for the successful
prosecution of the war and the con-
tinued defence and development of
the Dominion—to ensure that this
high standard of effort continued for
post-war reconstruction and pros-
perity without interference from
economic breakdown produced by an
unnecessary burden of debt charges.

Three Proposals

The following proposals were laid
before the meeting:—

(1) All new issues of New Zea-
land’s credit required to increase
the employment of the Dominion’s
resources shall take place through
the Reserve Bank only, and shall be
debt and interest free.

(2) Increased liquidity of the trad-
ing banks arising out of such action
by the Reserve Bank shall be requir-
ed as a legal reserve against their
obligations to the public, and shall
not be used to increase commercial
advances except as approved by the
Government.

(3) To obviate any possibility of
inflation of prices, to ensure that the
people:will have ready access to ne-
cessary commodities, and to protect
business, property and wages from
any devaluation of New Zealand’s
currency, a system of subsidising
retail prices, following the success-
ful examnle of the British Govern-
ment and financed by the Reserve
Bank, shall replace the present sales
tax.

STOCK CONTRIBUTION

Offering To Be Sold
On Wednesday

PATRIOTIC APPEAL

Satisfaction with the generous re-
sponse accorded by farmers to the
stock drive organised on behalf of
the £1,000,000 patriotic fund was ex-
pressed on Saturday by Mr A. Kirk-
patrick, chairman of the committee
organising the drive, who said that
although final returns were not com-
pleted, at least 350 head of cattle
would be available for sale by auc-
tion on Wednesday at the Stortford
Lodge yards.

He was the son of a prosperous
L\ondon business man; he was, too,
an Oxford graduate, a student of
Oriental languages and the higher

mathematics; yet he chose to sleep
out of doors and live on twopenny-
worth of brown bread a day. Why?
No one could say.

Eccentricity is a disease which
often afflicts men of wealth who in
are sane enough.
Some 80 years ago there lived in
Buckinghamshire a man named
John Camden Nield.

Fortune Left to Queen

He was miserly to the point of
madness and he would never have
his clothes brushed for fear of spoii-
ing the nap. When, as patron of
North Marston Church, he was
called on to repair the roof of the
chancel, he did so by filling up the
cracks with strips of calico, and he
sat on the roof all day so that the
workmen could not cheat him by
idleness. At his death it was found
that he had left the whole of his
fortune—amounting to half a mil-
lion pounds—to Queen Victoria.
