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Germans Plan To

German forces comprise three divisions operating from the
Rumanian-Yugoslav border against Belgrade and two motor-
ised infantry divisions operating from Szeged, also against
Belgrade, while from 12 to 15 divisions are concentrated on

‘the Yugoslav-Austrian border
Zagreb.

‘The main German drive against Greece was through the
Struma Valley, but another thrust is apparently being carried

out against Greece by way of Nish in Yugoslavia.

An Athens communique says: ]

MOur fortifications resisted the Ger-
mans througlout the day, except
one, which fell. We destroyed 10
enemy tanks, shot down five or six

‘planes and took prisoners.”
It is reported that strong con-
tingents of Yugoslav troops are

massed on the Hungarian frontier
and reinforcements are rapidly mov-
ing up the river Drave. Large
numbers of bombers are concen-
trated at nearby airfields.

The Hungarian official news
agency states that a Yugoslav
bomber from the Drave region flew
over Hungarian territory at noon
going towards Budapest. Anti-air-
craft fire compelled the ’plane to
turn back before reaching the capi-
tal. Budapest had a 35-minute air-
raid alarm.

The Berlin Radio states that
single Yugoslav bombers in day-
light raided .Arad, Temesvar and
other towns, doing insignificant
damage to private property.

The radio admitted that four Ger-
man ’planes had been lost in the
day’s operations over Yugoslavia
but claimed that the total ’planes
destroyed on the ground in Yugo-
slavia were now 48.

Italian Activity.

The Italian news agency to-day
stated that successful waves , of
Italian ’planes attacked Split and
Kotor throughout the day, destroy-
ing harbour works.

The German news agency states
that the Luftwaffe attacked com-
munications'in the centre and north-
west of Zagreb. q

At Athens it is officially stated
that in the sector south of the Vo-
jiuza River Greek artillery re elled
two Italian patrols, several being
killed or wounded. The Italians at-
tacked in the north with important
forces. The Greeks held their
ground and inflicted losses.

Tenacious Hold

It was earlier announced in Rome
that the German troops attacking
Greece are meeting tenacious resis-
tance from the British, particularly
in the Struma Valley. !

A Greek communique says: “Pow-
erful German forces, equipped with
the most modern weapons, tanks,
and armoured vehicles, suddenly at-
‘tacked our positions, which were
manned only with small forces. A
long struggle ensued during the
whole day, particularly in the Stru-
ma Valley. The Greek fortifications
resisted violent shelling with the ex-
ception of one point, which fell after
a very strong attack. Five or six
’planes were brought down, and ten
tanks destroyed.”

Berlin admits that the German
advance is meeting with difficulties
in the Struma Valley and that all
the resources of German organising
ability are being used to overcome
the adversities of the mountainous
country and the climate. ;

German units have erected sign-
posts along the mountain road
warning motorised forces of the
danger points. German sappers are
blasting the rocks, using pneumatic
drills, to open a’ passage even for
the heaviest vehicles.

A New York message says that
the Germans were thrown back in
a counter-attack and at one point
are back on Bulgarian soil.

The Athens radio stated that the
Luftwaffe attacked Salonika early
this morning,

The Main Thrust

It appears that the main German
thrust against Greece is down the
Struma Valley. Elsewhere the
Greeks are holding their ground and
inflicting heavy losses upon the Ger-
mans.

A Greek communique states that,
on the eastern front, the Greek ad-
vanced forces are everywhere hold-
ing their positions and are determin-
ed to force the invader to stay on
his own territory. The Greeks are
taking up new positions and are
marching to the front singing patri-
otic songs. :

In Yugoslavia there are still no re-
ports of land fighting, but it is
stated that the Germans are trying
to cut the Yugoslav Army into two.
The Yugoslav military leaders have
already made their plans to forestall
this move.

Belgrade has already been bombed
twice; and the sirens for the first
raid were the first indication to the
population' that their country was
at war. Since the first raid, Bel-
grade radio has been silent.

Railway Traffic
Increases

WAIPUKURAU FIGURES

Effect Of Restriction
Of Petrol

BUILDING ACTIVITY

Dally Malil Special Service.
WAIPUKURAU

The effect of the petrol restric-
tions and altered transport regula-
tions is reflected in the returns of
outward traffic from the Waipuku-
rau railway station for the year end-
in~ March 31. These figures, which
were released yesterday, disclose
that with the exception of passen-
gers, there is an increase in every
department, but notably that of gen-
eral goods.

Railway officials attribute the
slight decrease in the number of
passenger tickets issued to “he fact

that in the previous year there was
a considerable increase on account

Mr. Kawai Arrives
In Sydney

PEACEFUL EXPANSION

(Dally Mail Speclal Service)
SYDNEY.
Mr. Tatsuo Kawai, first Japanese
Minjster to Australia, was in cheer-
ful mood -when he arrived in Syd-
ney by liner recently.
But he looked grave when shown

the report that the Federal Govern- |

ment would protest against Tokyo
radio criticism of the A.LF. in Ma-
laya. g

Tokyo .radio described the Aus-
tralians as “sons of convicts,” “raw
colonials,” and “undiseciplined.”

“This is really serious,” said Mr.
Kawai. “I will confer' with my
Charge d’Affaires, Mr. Akiyama, as
soon as we meet. I prefer to make
no other comment until I present
my credentials.” . :

Interviewed in Sydney, Mr. Ka-
wai said” that Australia need have
no fears of Japanese expansion
southward.

“Japan has no desire to expand
southward in the military sense,
but peacefully, by close and friendly
relations, politically, socially and
economically,” he added.

Asked if Japan saw scope for ex-
pansion south of the equator, he
replied: “Yes, but only to make
friends, and in an economic sense.”

Mr. Kawai is a champion at
Kendo (Japanese ' fencing). His
skill 4t parrying awkward questions

Homes of Japanese residents on
the foreshores flew flags to greet
Mr, Kawai as the ship on which he
travelled moved up tHe harbour.

As the ship berthed two crossed
flagpoles, carrying the Rising Sun

and  the Australian flag, were
mounted on ‘the gangway.

“FOREIGN MINISTER”
OF AMERICA

Secretary Of State

- VARIED FUNCTIONS
OUTLINED

Important Official

One of the world's most import-
ant figures to-day is the United
States Secretary for State. The fol-
lowing condensation of an article
from “Time and Tide,” London, tells
something of the functions of the
occupant of the office and of the or-
ganisation of the State Department
itself.

The Secretary of State is virtually
the Foreign Minister of the United
States. It is this role which confers
upon him his great importance in
the eyes of the whole world. All
negotiations with foreign Powers
are in his hands. He conducts the
correspondence with American am-
bassadors, consuls, and other repre-
sentatives abroad, and the inter-
course with foreign representatives
at Washington. The President is em-
powered by the Constitution to re-
ceive ambassadors and ministers
and he does so formally but it is
usual for him to leave the discussion
of diplomatic matters to his Secre-
tary of State,

Head of Cabinet

As head of the Cabinet the Secre-
tary is sometimes said to be the
American “Prime Minister.” His
duties are by no means confined to
foreign affairs, for he is the channel
of communication between the
President and the governors of the
States. He represents the Federal
Executive in its relations with State
Governments,

It falls to him to sign all procla-
mations of the President and affix
the Great Seal, which is confided to
his custody, and various commis-
sions are issued under his authority.
He signs and affixes the seal of all
treaties. The original documents of
all Acts and resolutions of Congress
are committed to his keeping, and he
is responsible for publishing and
distributing copies throughout the
union, as he is for certifying that an
amendment of the constitution has
been ratified by the requisite num-
ber of State legislatures and for
promulgating it,

In negotiations with foreign Pow-
ers he must bear in mind that all
treaties have to be ratified by the
Senate before they become valid. Un-
like the British Foreign Secretary,
he is not a member of either legis-
lative body and therefore labours
under a serious disadvantage in se-
curing the necessary approval, He
cannot appear in person to advance
arguments for any arrangement he
proposes., He may be invited to at-
tend as a witness, however, before a
committee of either House being at
liberty to accept or decline.

Confidence of Senate

Whatever a Secretary’s sagacity
and ability in dealing with foreign
affairs, his efforts may be nullified
if he does not retain the confidence
of the group of politicians most
powerful in the Senate.

The State Department is elabor-
ately organised to carry out its im-
portant, extensive, and various di-
verse functions. There is an Under-
Secretary of State who acts for the
Secretary in all matters not suf-
ficiently important to require his
personal attention, and who is re-
sgonsible for the general direction of
the department’s work. There are
four Assistant Secretaries of State,
among whom the work of the de-
partment is divided according to its
nature. One, for example, is in
charge of the consular service, while
another supervises all matters relats

An important post is that of the
Solicitor of the State Department,
who drafts and interprets treatles,
protocols, and all other interna-
tional agreements, and deals with
all legal questions that arise con-
cerning these and concerning the
rights and treatment of American
nationals in other countries, Very
diverse questions come before the
solicitor ‘and his expert staff—from
the interpretations of a treaty upon
which issues of peace or war may
depend, to the petty grievance of
some obscure Americans abroad.

There are six divisions of the
State Department, organised accord-
ing to locality—for Mexican affairs,
for Latin American, western Euro-
pean (in which the British Empire
is included), eastern Europe, Near
Eastern and Far Eastern.

Before any decisive action is
taken the Office of Co-ordination and
Review is invariably consulted. This
exists for a final revision of ¢ ry
decision before it is put into prac-
tice, to ensure that it is in no way
inconsistent with  the policies, obli-
gations, or interests of the United
States. Indirectly this secures con-
tinuity in all matters of Americar

MEN WHOSE WIVES
ARE EVACUATED

London's First Hostel
Established

Greenwich Borough Council has
set an example for the rest of Eng-
land to follow, by appointing two
kindly and exceedingly competent
women as hostesses to look after
London’s: first hostel for working
men whose wives and families have
been evacuated.

The council took a large Georgian
house and converted it into a hostel
with dining-room, sitting-room and
dormitories, and here twenty-four
men have found a “home away
from home.” The two housekeepers
one of whom is also a Red Cross
nurse, keep the hostel spotlessly
clean, and supply a hot midday
meal on Saturday and Sunday. Dur-
ing the week, breakfast consists of
porridge, plus bacon and tomatoes,
or some other breakfast dish. The
hostesses cut sandwiches for any
men who wish to take their lunch
with them. At 6 p.m. they see that
the kettle is boiling ready for all
who may like a cup of tea when
they get in. Tea is followed by a
hot meal round about 6.30 p.m. and
at 9.30 they bring in cocoa and
bread and cheese.

The men sleep in bunks in a large
basement room. They have their
own sleeping bags and army blan-
kets. The council does not think it
wise to use the upstairs bedrooms
which have been turned into dress-
ing-rooms.

Recently, ten men in the hostel
started work on the garden and hope
to produce all their' own vegetables
this summer.

How To Freshen Your
Dark Woodwork

dull or spotted appearance when it
is washed with soap and water or
varnished.

Our womenfolk:are busy with so
many other than domestic jobs and
their thoughts are centred on so
many other equally important mat-
ters, that they welcome the idea
of pooling their meals.

COOK FOR THE WEEK

Communal feeding 1s becoming
more and more popular. In London,
groups of friends living in the same
neighbourhood form little luncheon
clubs. They hold weekly meetings to
decide on the menu for each meal.
Generally, they take it in turns to
cook for the club and use one an-
other’s houses in rotation. One week,
it will be Mrs A., to whom her
neighbours bring their rations and
Mrs A. will cook and  prepare the
lunch. Two other members will do
the washing up.

“Cook” buys any unrationed food
which may be needed, collects the
money from the group and sets any
rules she may deem necessary. The
scheme is providing a tremendous
saving in gas, electricity and, most
important of all, in labour. It will
be interesting to see whether it sur-
vives the Peace, when peace comes
to our land again.

A CASTLE TOYSHOP

With air raids and the evacuation
of young members of thousands of
families into the country, with the
tragedies of war closing in around
them, the children of this country
need all the help one can give them
to make their days as cheerful as
possible. Those who are thinking of
and working for our youngsters,
now, are doing a fine national ser-
vice.

Many have the children’s cause at
heart. American-born Lady Butter-
field is one. When war broke out she
founded the War Relief Committee
for Children of the Fighting Forces,
and, under her guidance, stately
Cliffe Castle on the Yorkshire Moors
has become a huge toyshop. Once,
the treasures of the castle were

riceless relics and objects d'art col-
ected from all parts of the world.
It was proud of’ its fine marble
fountain; its magnificent music
room; its stained-glass windows.

SHIPLOADS FROM AERICA

Now, it is prouder of its toys.
Shiploads of them have crossed the
Atlantic and more are on their way.
Every consignment from Lady But-
terfield’s friends in America come
to the Castle, where a staff of fifty
men and fifty women unpack them,
sort them out and send them on
their way to the sons and daugh-
ters of our fighting men.

When a town has been heavily
bombed, there will go cartloads of
toys. They go into the hospitals,
day nurseries and children’s homes.
Clothing is also sent by the commit-
tee, wherever the need is greatest.
Lady Butterfield tells us, {for in-
stance, that when Manchester was
blitzed, they put all clothing stocks
at the city’s disposal. She described
the Lord Mayor’s letter of thanks,
as “one of the finest” she had ever
received.

Never before has Britain taken
its fashion industry as seriously as
it does to-day, when it is fighting
for the coveted place in the sun
which Paris held until a few months
ago. In France, women’s clothes
and dress accessories were worth
millions, the model frocks might be
sold to as many as 300 buyers from
various - foreign countries and it
often earned £9000 for its designer.
Quite an ordinary Paris model in
those days cost £30.

After the fall of Paris, Britain
stepped into the fashion arena and
began a serious fight for fashion
supremacy. It is still fighting, and
it looks as though Paris were still
a rival, for many Parisian design-
ers have opened up their businesses
again under German patronage. But
some designers, Molyneux and
Creed among them are over here
and working at our side.

WOOL INDUSTRY ADVANCE

British manufacturers of all kinds
of dress fabrics are taking new
steps to advertise their wares and
are forming export groups to repre-
sent them, The wool industry is no

longer content to manufacture for
winter needs only. Among the wool
fashions recently designed for ex-
port is an exquisite wool mesh fab-
ric from Scotland, and a very fine
lightweight worsted. This is so fine
as to be suitable for even tropical
climes. Colours are made a special
study, so as to be suitable for sun-
nier climates than ours. -

A SONG IN A FABRIC

America continues to help Eng-
land in her fashions drive.  Miss
Nola Luxford, New Zealand journal-
ist in New York, devised a plan
whereby, on March 1st next, the
British-American Ambulance Corps
will begin marketing the first 1000
miles of fabric which will advertise
Anglo-American friendship. The fab-
ric is to be shown in 10,000 stores.
Tt is made in forty different designs
and is manufactured by a New York
textile firm.

One of the dress materials which
is a sure winner, features the
slogan, “There Will Always Be An
England.” The words are woven all
over it. Another design consists of
small crowns, with the words “Eng-
land” printed on the fabric. There
are also the “Propellers for Free-
dom” design, the “Spitfire” design,
featuring R.A.F. wings, and- a de-
sign consisting of English _daisies
and the words, “Brave Britain.”"

Meat Telescoping V.
Trimming

Sir,—As the delegate on the elec-
toral committee of the Meat Board
in this part of Hawke’s Bay, I feel
I should not bz doing my duty by

* the board ard the producers if,
being in possession of facts which
completely controvert Mr Timbs's
claims, I did not make them public.

It is imperative the Meat Board-

should not be hampered with de-
structive criticism which breeds un-
certainty and doubts in farmers’
minds of a body of men who are
doing their utmost under the most
difficult conditions to obtain the best
results possible out of  this crisis
facing the frozen meat trade of this
country. |

I was quite unaware when I criti-
ciscd Mr Timbs’s demonstration at
Tomoana that he had been invited
to do zo by Mr John Barker and
others. I am sure the other mem-
_bers of the committee of the
Hawke’s Bay Agricultural and Pas-
toral Society present were alike ig-
norant, as I asked the secretary at
the outset if Mr Timbs had been
invited to give this demonstration,
and I was answered in the negative.
Having tkat reply, I felt justified in
criticising Mr Timbs’s taste in doing
so, inasmuch as the Hawke's Bay
Agricultural and Pastoral Society
had invited him over here to judge
the chilled beef class on the hoof,
and Mr Barr, the chief grader of
the Meat Board to judge the same
clazs cn the hooks at Tomoana on

t-= Monday.
. I have the highest respect
and regard for Mr John Bar-

ker, as has everyone who knows
him, and I should be very
diffident entering the arena against
a gentleman of his sound judgment
were I not in possession of facts
not available to Mr Barker when he
invited Mr Timbs to give the demon-
stration,

Now the facts of the case, I pre-
sume to think, are these:

Mr Barker, a director of the
Hawke's Bay Farmers’ Freezing Co.,
knowing that Mr Barr was judging
the chilled beef class on the hooks
at Tomoana on the Monday, and
feeling confident there would be a
good gathering of exhibitors and in-
terested farmers present, took the
opportunity to invite Mr Timbs to
give a demonstration there. I can-
not see that Mr Barker is warrant-
ed in suggesting that the farmers
were drawn to Tomoana to see Mr
Timbs give his demonstration; they
would already be there.

As far as I am aware no public
notice was given that Mr Timbs
was demonstrating, nor have 1
spoken to anyone who knew before-
hand that it was to come off,

I feel sure the demonstrations
themselves will be sufficient to con-
vince farmers of their futility. My
reason for asking for space for this
letter is that each of the local
papers had insertions of only por-
tions of the evidence I produced at
last Friday’s meeting, and I am of
the opinion that in fairness to Mr
Timbs, and to justify my criticism
of his method, the whole of that
evidence should be put before the
farmers, to judge for themselves
the merits or demerits of his
scheme, and I am certain that the
result will strengthen their confi-
#-dence in the Meat Board, which

more than ever at this time, should

have the backing of every farmer
who is not entirely dead to his own

interests. E

At Mr Timbs’s insistence it was
decided to give him the opportunity
to demonstrate his method. The
demonstration duly took place at
the Wellington Meat Export Works.
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The difference in saving over Mr
Timbs’s method is 14.6 cubic inches
per lb., or 1176 cubic inches per
freight carcase.

Mr Timbs also dressed one ewe of
56lbs., trimming off 8lb. In this
case he did not consider it necessaiy
to trim the outer surface of the
carcase.

Upon submitting to him a lamb
(prime) of 33ilb. he refused to
touch it. Remember we are pro-
ducing in the vicinity of 11,000,000
carcases of lamb for telescoping.

The above measurements were
carefully taken and the figures
thereby arrived at were compiled
under the supervision of Messrs Mec-
Ilwain and Marshall, veterinary
officers of the Agricultural Depart-
ment, and Mr Drysdale of the Meat
Board. The figures show that Mr
Timbs'’s claim to save storage space
is unfounded against telescoping.
Furthermore, his method would ex-
pose a greater area of cut surface
to freezing burn than telescoping
and militate against its success, as
experts in the trade know; carcases
from which the outer surface has
been trimmed will be rendered un-
fit for human consumption if stored
for long periods, for the reasons
given above.

Another point to be considered is
that the class of labour available
(even were his method saving
space) for this trimming, is such
that many carcases would be made
unfi* for export owing to the re-
nioval of glands., Mr Timbs himself
removed some.

. In conclusion, I wish to say that
‘/I am sure Mr Timbs is prompted
/by the most patriotic motives, but
' his enthusiasm has outrun his
-knowledge of the facts.—I am, etc.,

Worm Parasites
And Sheep |

EXPERT'S WARNING

Suggested Methods
Of Cure

TWO VARIETIES

“In a district such as this, where
feed is now inclined to be on the
long side, and where we have had
an absence of the long dry spells
which are so common in Hawke’s
Bay throughout the summer and
autumn, all owners of sheep should
be aware of the possibility of trouble
from intestinal worm parasites,”
said an officer of the Department of
' Agriculture at Hastings yesterday.

The - two varieties which may
cause trouble in Hawke’s Bay are
the large stomach worm—known as
the “barber’s pole” worm because
of its red and white spiral markings
—and the small intestinal, or “black
scour,” worm.

Life History

In dealing with worm parasites
their life history is of importance.
In both types under discussion this
is very similar. The egg is laid in
the bowel, and passes out to the
ground where it hatches and grows
into the larval stage. If then swal-
lowed by a sheep or lamb it will
grow into an adult worm in the
fourth stomach or bowel as the case
may be.

There are too important differ-
ences between the large stomach
worm and the small intestinal
worm, as follows: (a) the larvae of
the large stomach worm are not
resistant to frost, so that once the
frosts have appeared the trouble
with this type should be over for
the season;

(b) The large stomach worm is a
blood-sucking worm.

Prevention is, of course, better
than cure, and the prevention of
trouble from these worm parasites
is best carried out by methods of
pasture management which involve
the spelling of pastures, keeping
pastures in good order with cattle,
and keeping the sheep at as high a
level of nutrition as possible. This
last, in regard to the black scour
worm, is as important as drench-
ing.

Cause of Mortality

The main trouble in Hawke's Bay
is, however, the black scour worm,
and on high-carrying land after a
wet season it has caused consider-
able mortality. The usual history is
that the hogget flock loses condi-
tion, a considerable percentage is
observed to have the characteristic
blackish-green scouring, and as the
condition becomes worse there is a
noticeable tendency to hang round
watering places.

Where ‘owners suspect that the
black scour worm is gaining a hold
amongst their hoggets, drastic
measures should be carried out, as
if nothing is done a number of
deaths is inevitable. These meas-
ures should consist of removing the
mob to feed which is free from
worm eggs—for instance, a maize
field where there is sufficient low
growth to furnish feed is suitable.

Where nothing else can be done
an attempt should be made to feed
the hogget on hay, if necessary put-
ting in a few older sheep, accus-
tomed to hay, to teach the younger
ones.

Feed Free From Eggs

The essence of this point is obvi-
ous—namely, to enable affected
stock to get feed which is free from
the eggs of the worms. At the same
time, drenching with a bluestone-
nicotine dose should be carried out
every fortnight. A useful strength

ounces of 40 per cent commercial
nicotine sulphate.

Every property presents its own
problems of prevention and control,
but an important general principle
to be kept in mind is that ewes
should be treated at least once,
three weeks before lambing, in order
to keep the lambs at foot on as
clean pastures as possible.

Treatment of the lambs should be
commenced at weaning-time, and
not left until the animals are dying.

The
engineer (Mr G. Rochfort) said that
two tons would have been sufficient
in normal times, but in view of the
uncertainty of obtaining supplies it
was advisable to keep more on hand.

Seaguﬂ’s Sudden End

A seagull which fouled and short-
circuited a 11,000 volt power line
in the Napier Borough Council yard
yesterday morning met a sudden
and spectacular end. There was a
brilliant flash when the bird alighted
on the wires, and a second later
the singed body struck the ground.
The short-circuit was insufficient to
trip the emergency switches, and no
break occurred in the power supply.

Revenue Surplus Likely

“A preliminary examination of the
accounts for the year just closed
suggests a surplus gf revenue over
expenditure,” said the Minister of
Finance (the Hon. W. Nash) before
leaving Auckland for Wellington. He
said it was impossible yet to say
what the surplus would be. “After
making provision for everything
that it is necessary to meet,” he
said, “there will be a balance on the
right side of the ledger.”—Press
Association.

Pilgrimage to Safety

The annual migration of ducks to
Hastings Borough reserves, antici-
pating the opening of the shooting
season, started last week, and in
the near future the duck population
at Cornwall and Windsor Parks will
swell to many times its normal size.

No damage is re-
ported. From recordings at the Do-
minion Observatory, a preliminary
analysis places the centre about' 80
to 90 miles from Wellington, but the
direction will only be ascertained
after reports have been received
from other places. The earthquake
was also felt at Nelson and Christ-
church. The heaviest shock for some
years was experienced at Murchi-
son. It was accompanied by consid-
erable noise, and trees could be
seen shaking.—Press Association.

The view that the shipping situa-
tlon was by no means hopeless was
taken_ by Mr Hugh C. Jenkins,
speaking on New Zealand industry’s
wartime problems at a meeting of
the Wanganui Employers’ Associa-
tion last night, ere had been an
unusually heavy demand for ships
in recent months to transport troops

“The Atlantic is still a difficult
Zone because the enemy has a longer
sea coast from which to operate, and
is operating underwater craft of
longer cruising range than in 1914-
1918,” said Mr Jenkins. “Britain, on
the other hand, has lost the use of
the Irish coast, necessitating the At-
lantic patrol having to make a much
longer trip to home ports, with a re-
sultant loss of efficiency. The enemy
has, as a result of these conditions,
been able to inflict serious damage
to mercantile tonnage.

“This unsatisfactory situation is
likely to continue for another couple
of months at least and the prospect
of a further 20 American destroyers
being transferred to the Royal Navy
is encouraging. Further, 70 cor-
vettes laid down in Canada will go
into commission, and these, with the
ships which are being built in Bri-
tish yards, should make for an im-
proving situation. This improvement
will possibly not affect New Zea-
land until about six months’ time,
when, unless other disturbing fac-
tors have entered into the situation,
the position should change.”

* Carried Shoulder High

by cheering crowds when the news
of the German invasion spread
throughout the city.

Crowds of demonstrators cried:
“We will win!” to the Greek King,
who smiled and waved to them,

Half a dozen military bands ap-
peared as if from nowhere and
played “Tipperary.”

Crowds gathered outside the Bri-
tish, American, and Soviet Legations
and cheered for Mr Eden and Presi-
dent Roosevelt. King George and
the Greek Prime Minister, M. Kori-
zis, drove in an open car between
lanes of shouting men and women.

THREE RAIDS ON
BELGRADE

WORK OF GERMANS
AND ITALIANS

RAILWAY SUFFERS

Berlin Aware Of Big
Difficulties

United Press Assoclation—-Copyright.
(Received April 7, 6 p.m.) -
LONDON, April 6.

A neutral military observer at
Berne reported to-day that 250 Ger-
man ’planes participated in this
morning’s attack on Belgrade.

There was a ten-minute air-raid
alarm in Athens at 3 p.m.

A German High Command com-
munique says that bombers and
fighters attacked military objectives
in Yugoslavia, particularly at Bel-
grade, which was raided three times.
The Belgrade railway station suffer-
ed particularly. Several Yugoslav
aerodromes were attacked with ex-
plosive bombs and machine-gun fire.

At the same time, Italian ’planes
attacked aerodromes in the province
of Herzegovina with great success.

According To Plan

Crossing the Yugoslav and Greek
frontiers, the German communique
adds, German troops everywhere
during the day made contact with
the enemy. Despite the difficult con-
ditions and the enemy resistance,
the troops are proceeding according
to plan. .

The Rome Radio claims that the
Italian Air Force successfully bomb-
ed the Yugoslavian ports of Split
and Kotor. The harbour works and
many ships were destroyed.

The Berlin Radio said: “The cam-
paign will be no military promen-
ade, but, although hard, it will be
won. The endless machinations of
Communist agitators have won for
the Balkans the title of ‘The
Powder-keg of Europe.” ”

A German communique states:
“In consequence of the movements
of British troops into north Greece
and their co-ordination with the
Yugoslav forces, the German Army
resorted to a counter-offensive early
this morning. The Greek-Serbian
frontier was crossed at several
points. The Luftwaffe successfully
raided aerodromes in Serbia, as well
as the fortress of Belgrade, and de-
stroyed military objectives.”

Characteristic touches in the Ger-
man communique are the use of the
name Serbia for Yugoslavia and the
description of the capital, which has
been twice bombed, although it had
been declared an open city by the
Yugeslav authorities, as ‘“the fort-
ress of Belgrade.”

German Advance

“German troops are advancing
everywhere in Yugoslavia and
Greece after breaking weak enemy
resistance except in the Struma Val-
ley,” states the Berlin news agency.
“The second air-raid on Belgrade
was a mass attack which was ex-
tremely effective. Strong bomber
formations attacked military objec-
tive in the city. A number of exten-
sive fires added to those caused this
morning which were still burning.”

So far not a single word has
reached London from Belgrade, but
German wireless reports assert that
the R.AF. flew into Yugoslavia on
Friday, that the R.A.F. has already
taken over the Yugoslav ground or-
ganisation, and that British submar-
ines have established bases at Kotor
and Dubrovnik.

The German Radio also claims
that 63.Yugoslav ’planes have been
destroyed in the air and on the
ground. The Germans, it says, suf-
fered no losses.

Full air-faid precautions have
been ordered throughout Hungary,

and a complete blackout has been
instituted.

No Increase In
Salaries

AUCKLAND NURSES

Previous Decision Is
Rescinded
"FELL INTO TRAP"

AUCKLAND, April T.

The resolution passed at the last
meeting of the Auckland Hospital
Board granting nurses an increase
of £5 a year in salary was rescinded
at to-night’s meeting of the board
on motion of which the chairman
(Mr Allan Moody) had given no-
tice.

Mr Moody said that at the pre-
vious meeting, when the annual re-
port on salaries was before the
board, a member had moved a
“snap” motion to give the nurses
an increase of £10. When this was
defeated, another member had
moved an increase of £5 and a ma-
jority of the board had fallen into
the trap.

The increase had never been asked
for by the nurses, said Mr Moody.
They had received a 5 per cent. in-
crease not long ago and their pres-
ent salaries in successive years were
fg% 12/-, £65 2/-, £75 12/-, and £99

Their board and lodging was
worth a further 30/- a week. They
had additional perquisites, including
free uniforms and laundry, and re-
ceived free training for a profession
in which they could earn a good liv-
ing in almost any part of the world.

First Country To Win
Its Freedom

LONDON, April 6.

The bloodless conquest of the
Abyssinian capital, Addis Ababa,
was confirmed by the War Office to-
day. Addis Ababa was taken by
South African forces.

The War Office states that a mes
sage handed to Geperal Cunning-
ham, Commander-in-Chief of the
Imperial Forces in East Africa, by
an Italian envoy stated that his
Royal Highness the Duke of Aosta,
the Italian leader, wished to express
his appreciation of the initiative of
General Sir Archibald Wavell and
General Cunningham in arranging
for the protectionn of women and
children, which went to show the
strong bonds of race still existing
between the two countries. -

It is thought that the Italians may
have evacuated the town as the Bri
tish troops entered, and that they
have been instructed to keep the
British forces occupied, in view of
new developments in the Balkans.

Abyssinians Grateful.

Addis Ababa has a population of
191,000. . \

Emperor Haile Sellassie, in a
message to the people, said that
Abyssinia was the first country to
be overrun by the totalitarian dicta-
tors and was the first country to be
restored. “Abyssinia is grateful to
God and to the British Empire,” the
Emperor adds. :

Reports from Eritrea state that
British forces have captured three
brigade commanders and 86 officers.
The officers were in command of col-
onial troops, who are now melting
away very quickly since the fall of
Asmara, 7

The military spokesman at Cairo
stated that Addis Ababa had been
captured without bloodshed and that
the British forces were probably
sweeping on to Dessie.

Difficult Withdrawal.

Whether the arrival of advanced
Imperial troops at Addis Ababa con-
notes the capture of the Italian gar-
risan, which must have been consid-
erable, is not yet known (says a
British Official Wireless message),
but military circles consider that the
Italians handed the town over to the
Imperial. troops' after withdrawing
the bulk of their forces.

It is difficult to say in which direc-
tion these forces can safely with-
draw, Withdrawal in any direction
would be unwise, and particularly
to the north, since Imperial forces
hold strong positions at Debra Mar-
kos. Flight in the direction of Assab
would find the British waiting on the
Red Sea coast.

The capture of Addis Ababa might
be regarded as an indication that the
while East African campaign may
come to an end at no distant date,
but it is emphasised that recently
there were computed to be 70,000
Italian troops and 100,000 Italian-
controlled native troops still to be
reckoned with. This figure does not
allow for the Italian forces that
have been “mopped up” during re-
cent operations.

HOW MEN ARE CHOSEN
FOR THE AIR FORCE

——~

Do You Play Football, Drive A
Car And Solve Problems
In Algebra?

“I think that is all. You want to be a pilot, I suppose?”

“Yes, rather.”

“Very well, you are entered for training as a pilot, and
you will be notified later as to where and when you will attend

for evening classes.”

“Could you—er—give me an indication when —?”

“When you will be called

up? Let’s see. Provided you

pass the medical and educational tests, probably about

August.”

The dialogue was usually on simi-
lar lines as the Air Force Selection
Committee which sat at Napier yes-
terday interviewed candidate after
candidate seeking admission to the
youngest of the fighting services.

The applicants were mostlyl
young men, scarcely out of their
’teens, although a-few had reached
the 30 mark. In the main they ap-
proached the selection committee
with'a more or less nervous air, as
if expecting to be badgered and
cross-examined and perhaps ulti-
mately rejected.

Quick Selection.

They need not have worried. A
quick glance, a few questions on
educational qualifications and sports
capabilities, and the practised com-
mittee had sorted the candidate into
the group for which he was best
fitted.

There was usually no question of
rejection; the real tests, those for
physical and educational fitness,
come later.

“Strange that they nearly all want
to be pilots,” said the chairman
(Squadron-Leader A. C. McArthur)
to a “Daily Mail” reporter during a
lull in the "stream of candidates.
“Now and again, though, we get a
more knowing one who asks to go
in as an observer.”

The reporter asked if the observ-
er’'s position was more attractive
than that of the pilot.

“There is a general idea that the
observer is in some way subordinate
to the pilot,” he was told. “That
impression is probably a survival
from the last war, when the ob-
server was merely an air gunner,

Responsible Position,

“Nowadays the observer’s task is
an extremely responsible one. He
must navigate long distances to the
target and after the bombs have
been released must find his way
home again. Naturally the safety
of the whole crew depends on his
navigating ability.

“His work is rather less monot-
onous than that of the pilot. Once
the aircraft has been set on its
course -the pilot may have nothing
to do for hours other than to watch
his instruments, which of course be-
comes quite automatic after a time.
The observer meanwhile has the job
of constantly checking his position.

“We usually pick a few of those
with high educational qualifications
as observers,” continued the chair-
man. “We like university men if we
can get them.”

Given Their Chance.

Not all the candidates who ap-
peared before the committee had
had secondary education, but unless
their standard was hopelessly low
they were given a chance to make
good.

The enthusiasm of many of the
applicants was extraordinary, said
Squadron-Leader McArthur. Some
who had had only a primary school
education applied themselves to
such subjects as algebra and trig-
onometry to such effect*that they

surpassed others who had startea
with greater advantages.

The preliminary training was

stated to be valuable not only for
the knowledge gained, but also for
the mental exercise, which made the
advanced studies much easier when
the candidates had entered a flying
school.
. An applicant from a sheep farm
in the north of the province wished
to enter the Fleet Air Arm. He had
had little to do with the sea, but
was experienced in riding and shoot-
ing. Education was up to matricula«
tion standard, all learnt by corres-
pondence. Games? No, there was
little opportunity to play games in
such an isolated locality.

His fitness was, however, obvious,
and he was entered for the Fleet Air
Arm,

“We have to select a certain num-
ber for naval flying,” the chairman
remarked at a later stage. “We
generally suggest it ourselves where
the applicant seems a likely type.

Temperament Necessary

“Men of a certain peculiar tem-
perament seem to be necessary for
this job of landing on boats. No, 1
have never tried it myself, but I
have watched others doing it, and it
seems to call for a cool nerve.”

America Will
Send Help

MILITARY SUPPLIES

"Another Example Of
Barbarism"

WASHINGTON, Aprii 6.

The Secretary of State (Mr Cor-
dell Hull) conferred to-day with
President Roosevelt and officials of
the State Department, after which
he described the German invasion of
Yugoslavia and Greece as barbaric,
and pledged American aid to Yugo-
slavia as speedily as possible.

He said that he had instructed the
American Minister (Mr Lane) to re-
main with the Yugoslav Govern-
ment, leaving a senior official in
charge of the Belgrade Legation.

In a statement after meeting Mr
Roosevelt, Mr Hull said: “The bar-
baric invasion of Yugoslavia and the
attempt to annihilate that country
by brute force is but another chap-
ter in the present planned move-
ment of attempted world conquest
and domination.

“Another small nation,” he said,
“has been assaulted by the forces of
aggression, and this is further proof
that there is no geographical limi-
tation or bounds of any kind to their
movement for world conquest.

Valiant Struggle

“The American people have the
greatest sympathy for the nation
which has thus been outrageously
attacked, and we will follow closely
the valiant struggle the Yugoslavs
are making to protect their homes
and preserve their liberty. The Gov-
ernment, with its policy of helping
those defending themselves against
would-be conquerors, is now pro-
ceeding as speedily as possible to
send military and other supplies to
Yugoslavia.”

Return to White House

Mr Roosevelt and Mr Hull were
attending the semi-annual Gridiron
(newspaper correspondents) Club
banquet when news of Germany’s
attack on Yugoslavia and Greece ar-
rived towards the close of the din-
ner. The President returned directly
to the White House and Mr Hull
hurried to the State Department.

WELL UP

ANNUAL SUMMARY
AT HASTINGS

Passenger And Goods
Services

The annual summary of outwards
and inwards traffic and revenue at
the Hastings Railway Station re-
veals a healthy state on all sides.

So far as outward traffic is con-
cerned there is a marked increase
in revenue of well over £14,000, at-
tributable to many causes, among
which the petrol restrictions prob-
ably play an important part.

Inward traffic revenue shows a
slight decline of £2600, this probably
being due to the effect of the im-
port restrictions, and to the fact that
the manure traffic, an importaat
feature, has been subject to quan-
tity limitation during the season.

“The biggest problem that we
have left is the fescue,” said Mr Las-
sen, “but the board should lave
little difficulty with that, now that
it has purchased a machine.”

In endorsing the chairman’s re-
marks, Mr J. H. Sheath said that as
long as the river was kept clear, the
district would have nothing to fear.

“The results have satisfied the

ratepayers that the scheme was well
wcerth while,” said Mr G. Fairey.

“If there are any good reasons
for making the blackout so strin-
gent, the public should at least be
informed,” said the Hon. W. E.
Barnard, M.P., who expressed sur-
prise at the extent to which the
town had been blacKed-out during
his absence in Wellington.

“When one knows that cities 50
times the size of Napier, and much
closer to the theatre of war are not
blacked-out in this extraordinary
fashion, one is entitled to know the
reason,” he added.

Mr Barnard said that although
Mr Hercock had made representa-
tions to the authorities, they them-
selves did not seem to be very
clear as to why the borough should
be darkened to the extent that it
was.

He has offered to co-operate with
the Borough Council in securing
some measure of relief, particularly
in view of the approach of the
Easter holiday period.

Improved Power Service

For Hawke's Bay

. There will be a power shut-down
in the Raukawa district this after-
noon between one and four o’clock
when the new 110,000-volt cable of
the Bunnythorpe-Redclyffe line is
erected over a 11,000-volt line of the
Hawke’s Bay Electric Power Board.
The erection of this line has necessi-
tated a number of power shut-
downs in districts of the Hawke's
Bay Board in the last few months,
and to-day’s will be the last inter-
ruption.

_ The duplicate high tension line be-
ing erected by the Public Works
Department is designed to provide
a better service for Hawke’s Bay.
All the poles are in place and the
erection of the lines is now in hand

occurred when the new line has been
taken over lines now in use.

Handicap, because of the entry of
Kindergarten has been a favourite
pastim> of racing enthusiasts for
the past week and many and diverse
were the figures arrived at. In set-
ting the champion at the top of the
handicap with 9.11, Mr F. J. Mc-
Manemin has not only graded the
three-year-old among his contem-
poraries, but he has also issued an
official assessment of his ability
compared with top-ranking three-
year-olds of the past who have won
the event,’ namely, Advance and
Nonette.

The comparison is of the greatest
interest from an historical point of
view, and although it is futile to
compare the performance of a gen-
e--*ion of horses with another of
40 years earlier, from the point of
view of trying to bring them to-
gether for a particular hypothetical
contest, nevertheless a general idea
of their respective abilities may be
obtained.

ADVANCE'S POSITION

Every handicapper who has been
asked the question, as long as the
writer can remember, has placed
Advance in the first three of the
Dominion's handicap performers
and in the opinion of the doyen of
New Zealand weight adjusters, Mr
J. E. Henrys, who had 50 years’
experience, Advance was the best
horse he ever handicapped. Simi-
larly, Mr McManemin has voiced
the opinion that Nonette was the
best ho-_e he had ever trained. Let
us investigate the three-year-old
performances of the three horses
concerned.

Advance, in 1900, won the Wood-
ville Autumn Handicap, one mile
and a distance, under 9.5 as a pre-
liminary to a magnificent double at
Wanganui. There, he took the Cup,
one mile and three-quarters in those
days, under 7.8, beating a high-class
mare, Tortulla, 8.5, who carried the
same colours. On the second day,
Advance captured the Stakes Han-
dicap, one mile and a half, under 8.5,
by five lengths from a Cup horse
in Coronet, who had 9.5.

Taken to Dunedin, Advance won
the Cup, one mile and a half, car-
rying 8.7, easily from St, Ilario, and
then he came north for the Easter
Handicap, winning the mile under
the steadier of 9.6 from Rosella, 8.1.
On the second day at Ellerslie, Ad-
vance won the Century Stakes, run
over one mile and a half, a weight-
for-age event for three-year-olds,
with penalties and allowances. He
was burdened with 9.0, while St.
Ilario, the runner-up, had 7.13 and
Rosella, third, 8.2, Thus, Advance’s
form throughout the autumn was
~ stamped and sealed.

NONETTE’'S CLAIM

Two years later, another juvenile
champion gained recognition very
early in the season in a campaign
that for severity would be difficult
to match. Nonette, chestnut son of
Seaton Delaval and Charente, won
the Avondale Cup under 7.9 and the
Avondale Guineas in September, the
Great Northern Guineas, Summer
Cup and A.R.C. Handicap in the
middle of the season. The Summer
Cup, of one mile and a quarter, he
won under 9.0 from Rosella, 9.2. The
A.R.C. Handicap fell to him under
9.4, when he beat a good horse in
Bluejacket, 9.8, over the one mile
and a half.

Under 811, Nonette captured the
Wanganul Cup from Tortulla, 9.3.
(Compare these weights with the
earlier contest). His next essay was
the Easter Handicap, which he won
by a head, carrying 9.11, from the
six-year-old Highlander, 7.6. Non-
ette also scored in the Century
S%kes, carrying 8.12, from Tortulla,

HAWKE’'S BAY’S SUCCESS

This district has haa a fair
amount of success in this handicap
though not for some few years, as
the last time this race fell to a
Hawke’s Bay trained horse was in
1931, when the Gisborne owned and
bred Hunting Cry carried Mr T.
Fraser’s racing livery to victory.

In 1882 Mr Allan McLean, Have-
lock North, opened this district’s
winning account with his mare
Louie gBrown) while the following
year Captain (later Sir) William R.

1922 saw Mr Williams again the
lucky owner, when he won with
Grotesque (A. G. Dixon) while the
last Hawke’s Bay victory was 10
years ago per medium of Hunting
Cry (F. Foster).
